The council, led by 34-year-
old president Dave Rooney who
is well connected within the
provincial ~Progressive-Conser-
vative party, were facing their
second non-confidence referen-
dum since being elected in a
protested election last spring.

This time the council’s

usually efficient political ma-
chine could hold out no longer
against the charges of corrup-
tiop and patronage. The final
count in the referendum ballot
was 1,530 against
council, with 895 supporting
it.

start afresh. The date of the
new election (Rooney has said
he will not run, he may have
his eye on the provincial elec-
tion in Newfoundland this fall)
has not yet been set.
