He mentioned the university’s 
brief to the Ontario Council on 
University Affairs, a government 
advisory body on university 
financing, encouraging the 
establishment of international 
fellowships to offset tuition fee in­
creases.

Elsewhere in the province several
universities have refused to im­

plement the differential for the 
academic year. The governing 
boards of Laurentian, Trent, and 
McMaster universities all rejected 
the differential fees, while senates 
at several universities have 
recommendedagainst the hike.

The York senate voted against 
implementing the fee hike however, 
the Board of Governors threwout 
this proposal and voted to go along 
with the government and im- 
plementthe increase.
