The enormous payrolls of the ship­
yards in British Columbia and the ships 
that are being built are sufficient to 
show that there is plenty of room here 
for bona-fide industries carried out in a 
sound and judicious way. And if the 
demands of labor arc not too selfishly 
aggressive, solid industrial enterprises in 
thus line may be built up.

It is encouraging to find that such a 
large proportion of the returned soldiers 
are willing to go upon the land and cul­
tivate it if proper arrangements can be 
made for them. Agriculture is the basic 
industry that must be back of industrial 
success. The shipyards of the Tyne and 
of Glasgow would not be what they are 
but for the farmers and gardeners who
grow the food for the shipyard em­
ployees to eat.

Like other cities, Vancouver went wild 
on November 11, the day on which the 
armistice was signed. Primitive human 
nature declared itself in a pandemonium 
of noisy crowds.

The inventive­
ness that was displayed in making 
noises was rather remarkable.

While reconstruction after the war is 
in the minds of all of us, it is well to 
recognize that this can only be accom­
plished by men of light and leading ris­
ing to meet the responsibilities of the 
situation. We need men who believe in 
themselves, but they must be of the kind 
that other men believe in too. It is sat­
isfactory that some who fulfil both of 
these requirements are taking matters 
in hand.
