She has been provided with some 
passenger accomodation and when 
plying north will be able to accom­
modate ten or more passengers.

Controller Hoben submits the fol­
lowing resolution—

Amongst all the people of the Do­
minion of Canada none feel more 
keenly, nor realize more intimately 
the appalling disaster which has be­
fallen the seal hunters of the Colony 
of Newfoundland, than those of ‘the 
Province of Nova Scotia, w’itti ' its 
large population of seamen and fish­
ermen.

To the widows and orphans and 
other members of the families of 
those who lost their lives upon the 
frozen seas, the deepest sympathy of 
this City Council, representing the 
citizens of Halifax, go out

Whilst hope remains that the 
Steamship Southern Cross may not 
have foundered with the members 
of her crew, the citizens of Halifax 
will await with the gravest anxiety 
news of her safety.

RESOLVED That the City Council 
of Halifax extend to the peopfé of 
Newfoundland this expression of its 
deep sense of the affliction -hey 
suffered, and request the Hon. J. R. 
Bennett, Acting Premier of Newfound 
land, to communicate the purport of 
this resolution to the inhabitants of 
the Colony, and further request that 
he may be pleased to accept from 
the City of Halifax towards the re­
lief of the afflicted the sum of One 
Thousand Dollars.
