goes the ‘S. O. S.” call and buzzes
softly into the ear of the nearest ar-
tillery brigade commander in his
dugout the exact location of the
peril. In almest as little time as it
takes to tell it, every battery of the
prigade is belching forth its Te-
sponse to the call, and a curtain of
unimaginable destruction descends
along the front of the advancing
waves. Those of the enemy who win
throngh that curtain of death back-
ed as it is by our machine gun and
rifie fire, are usually not in the best
of form to meet our bayonets. In a
word it has become a common-place
of tactics that no serious advance is
possible without the most intimate
and sensitive co-operation between
the infantry and the guns; and for
every triumph the acclaim should be
apportioned equally to the two bran-
ches of the service.

“Personal Incidents Lost

“It is mot surprising, of course,
that the snlendid work of the gumns
should receive less attention from
the nublic than doeg that of the in-
fantry. On the surface it seems 8O
much less individual. ' Its outward
manifestations are like some stup-
endous convulsion of nature, end-
lessly recurring. Detail is blurred
and -nersonal incident lost in the
stupefying confusion of mnoise and
flame ~nd ruin. Words are all used
up in attemnts to describe one such
convulsion; and successive perform-
ances -are dismissed. in the accounts
with such nhrases as ‘violent artil-
lery aectivity.” ‘furious bombardment’
‘the enemv's front line trench was
obliterated bv our shells’ (consider
what a hell that stands for). or
“4hey were caught in our barrage
and wined out,” but behind these
phrases what unchronicled feats of
individual ~heroism: - these guns
would he blind at the most eritical
emergency. but for the work of the
‘P, 0.

January 3, 1871, one of the few
French victories of the Franco-Prus-
sian war, defeating General ven
Goeben.

The possession of the town hadl

previously been disputed a half dozen
times, besieged two or three and‘
sacked once. Louis XI. besieged it,
took it and destreyed it. It fell later
into the hands of the Spaniards from |
whom it was taken and made French
by de la Meilleraye, Marshall of|
France in 1645, with the aid of the !
musketeers of d'Artagnan and the |
Gascony cadets of Cyrano de Berge—']
