ANOTHER DISASTER,

The Walls of a Burned Bullding Colispse
With Terrible Eesults,

An Indianapolis despatch saye”: Part of
the Bowen Merrill Company's building
whioh projected from the iron frons fcll a¢
1 o'clock thig afternoon, burying a number
of men ia the ruins. It is believed that
from fifteen to twenty-five persons were
killed orinjurcd: Greaé excitement pro-
vails.

It is proba-
ble most cf thoso near the failing wall
escaped when the roofs fell.  Ceptsin
Campbell, of the Mctropolitan gelico, end
Officers Manning and Lefilar were standing
on the main flcor, ahout forty-five feet
from the front.  Almost dirccily beseath
the projscting roof were Peter Albin and
Wm. Meadows, carpenters, who were
bracing up the iron front.

Mendows
was -struck in the back with a pirce of
heavy timber, axd may be irjured ivter-
nally.

The tone of the Gazeite only feebly indi-
oates the sallen smouldering energy which
exists in the Bismarckian circle. The
papers have hitherto avoided touching the
dangerous and delicate qaestion of the
Emperer’s interforence in” Ministerial re-
eponsibility, bns the Gazette's frankness
will ead $o a diecuecion whioh may awaken
the Emperor to tbe facs that a personal
direcs ssa:em of government has not yet
obtained a supreme hold upon the German
peopls.  The ocomplacence with which
Prinoe Bismarck's retirement is nogy gene-
rally regarded may soon be replaced with
regret that the country is left at the meroy
of a solf-willad autoorat. The Cabines
order of September 18th, 1852, has always
been heid by Prince Bismarck ag inter-
preting the Prussian constitution to
mean that the President of the Ministry
on-ht to appciut Jiis own Cabinet, choos.
ing men having polivical opinions and
prinoiples in harmony with his own. The
Emperor refused this reading, snd main-
ained the right of the monarch $o appoint
Ministers having a direct responsibility
not to the Prezidént but to the Crown.
The appointment of Baron von Berlepsch
a8 Minister of Commerce was the thin
edge of the wedge. The direos instruo-
tions that the Emperor gave to Berlepeoh
sffecting the economio policy of the empire
evoked A warm remonstrance from the
Chancellor. The Emperor in_a written
communication sent by him to Prince Bis.
marck early lass week explained hia views
of monarchical prerogasives, his conviction
that the Chancellor’s olaims were an
encroachment on the rights of the Sove-
relgn, and finally his determination
exercise & general and absolute control.

THE EMPEROR WRITES LETTERS.

Abous the same time direot overtures to
Dr. Windthorst and other leadidg olericals
from persons in the Emperor’s entourage,
aiminug to take the guidance ol negotiations
out of Prince Bismarck's hands, produced
tho climsax of the crisis. On Saturday the
Emperor got, as lie ‘probably desired and
expected, an intimation of Princa DBis-
marck’s resignavion, and on Tuesday, in a
closely written document of twenty folios,
the Empercr received the Chancellor's
reasons for resigning. It was hoped that
the Emperor would assent to an early
publication of this great historic, apologia,
bus its, non-sppearance begide Thursday's
rescripts impliee that the Emperor con-
giders it » private Biste paper. Prince
Bismarck has not parted with the Emperor
¢ither in the salks or in apparent anger,
for after his decoision to rctire became
definite the Emperor congulted him with
regard to the choice of his succeszor, and
tel'owed  his recommendation of General
Von Caprivi. The new Chancelior on Fri-
asy held a long interview with Prince Bis-
msrck, and last nighs dined with the Prince
end Princiss in sheir palace. Bincg the
crisis was disclosed, and especially since
Prince Bismarck's resignation was an-
nounoud, Priucius Biemarck has held daily
receptiovs, which have been crowded. All
tho officials of Berlin on Friday fil=d
through the ealone, The retiring Chancel-
lor appeared for a short time in the after-
ncon, and scemed moro- alert, cheerfal,
ohatty gnd bright than for yrars. The
National Gazette asserts that Prince Bis-
marck will not acceps the titleof Herzongin
voa Launenberg. The Bismarskisn senii-
ment cersainly is that while responding to
the Emperor's expres3 desire ss phrased in
the rescript, Prince Bismarck ought to
scoupt no favora or diguities from the
Emperor. He starts for Fredrichsruhe
March 30sh.

THE NEW MINISTRY.

The work of re-forming the Ministry will
not be hurricd. Count Herbert Biomarck,
however, persicta in his intention to with-
draw from she Icreigu Office at the earliest
possible moment, wud shis obliges the
Emperor to m~ke su immediate selection
of his suoceesor. Herr Maybach offered to
reeign, bus the Emperor cbj-cied. Herren
Mizuel Bennigeen and Hinzpeter are talked
of ag possible Ministers. Count Eulenburg,
now oivil Governordf Hesse-Nassan, who
is an advocate of reforms in the internal
policy, is mentioned as the sucoessor of
Herr Herrfurth, in the Ministry of the
Interior. Freisinnigen visionaries dream
of the possibility of their party being repre-
gented in the Government. Nothing is
certain exceps that the Ministers muet bs
eubmissive instruments of the Emperor's
insernal and external polioy.

It is his opinion, a8 the result of
carefal inquiry, shat there will be an im-
mediate report from s¢hat committee, snd
that the repors will not ba as ssvere as it
wa8 at,0n6 time expected that it would be.
Buob, however, is not the opinion of those
who ure in a position to be weil informed
upon the subjeok. A drafs of tha roport
has already been completed. It wilﬁJ be
submitted for the consideration of the
whole committee within o few days. It
is a report whidth will greatly surprise
the Canadian Pacifio people il they are
relying upon sny assurancea frcm any
quarter that it will be a mild affair.
