Pilet Jr."8ired nine in the 2.30 list,
and seven of his sons have sired fif-
teen 2 80 performers, but he is held
in especial remembrance on account
of the preduce of his daughters.
Two of his daughters have the hon-
or of having te their credit the two
fastest to date—Maud S., 2.08%, and
Jay-Eye-See, 2 10. Miss Russell’s
dam, Sally Russell, by Boston, was
also the dam of Rosalind (dam of
Zileaadi Golddust; 2 37§, sire of
Sneak, 2 24, and of the dam of Ros-
alind Wilkes, 2 183). Her secend
dam was Maria Russell, s successful
race mare by Thornton’s Rattler;
third dam Miss Shepherd (dam of
Vedocq ard Swiss Boy, first-class
race herses), by Stockholder; fourth
dam Miranda, by Tepgallant; fifth
dam by imp. Diemed, ete.

Miss Russell was handled a little
when three years old, and tretted a
poer track in 244, time that was
considered very fast for the track at
that date. Ske was bred to Belment
at four years old, and in 1870 gave
birth to a chustoat colt, now the
great Nutweod, with a record of
2.18% and the sire of twenty five in
the 2.80 list. In 1871 Lady Ner-
wood, a bay filly, by Belmont, was
foaled, and when a yearling passed
inte the hands of R. Penistan, and
was afterwards bought by Mr. Rob
ert Bonner and died voung, Shéy
was never handled, and left but ene
foal, a bay filly by Wm. Welch that
was purchased at Penistan’s rale by
Woodburn, The foal of 1872, Cora
Belment, was a grey filly, and, as
her name wounld indicate, was by
Belmont, She made her record of
2.241 at Hartford, Conn., June 22n4d,
1882. Her oldest foul, by Harold,
is owned by Mr. Simpson, of New
York whe expects to put her in the
2.80 list this year. Miss Russell
rested a year and then produced the
peerless Queen, Maud 8., who made
ber record of 2083, the fastest tle
dute, at Cleveland, Obio, July 80th,
1885. She also bas the fastest heat
trotted in a race, 2.13%. Her full
sister, fcal of 1875, died a feal. The
foal of 1877, Nuthourne, grey, by
B:lment, is now owned by Robert
Bonner, of New York, has trotied a
trisl in 2.26}. Mambrine Russell,
chestnut, by Woodford Mambrino,
2 213, was foaled 1878. He was in-
jured and never handled, but is the
sire of Haldane, 2 26}, and Happyv
Russell, 2.21}. Tke foal of 1875
was the chestnut fillly Nutula. She
was never itrained and was bred at
three years eld, and had Maudlen,
2 253 Nutula’s next liviog feal is a
bay filly, yearling now, by Electien-
eer. Rusgells’ grey fillv, by Har-
old, was foaled in 1880, and is
now 1n the stud of Robert Bouner.
Lord Russell, the feal of 1881, by
Hareld, received an injury in the
tendon of left hind leg when three
vears old, and gees lame if worked.
His services are in great, demand,
and his celts commanded the high-
est prices, The fcals of 1882 and
1883, Lady Rnssell and Russia,
both grey, were never trained
but sent to California to be bred
to Electioneer.
