Winter Communication with Prince
Edward Island,

(Ottawa Cor. Montreal Gazette.)

The report of Mr. H. A. F. Mac:
Leod, M. Iustitute,\C. E., on the
survey of the const near Capes Tor-
mentine and Traverse, on Northum-
berland Straits, and on the suggested
railway lines from these capes to the
Intercolonial and Prince Edward
Ieland railways respectively, with a
wyiew to secure winter communication
with the Island, was brought down
to-day. The conclusion as to the
crossing is that the only reliable way
dauring the severe part of the winter
is as at present, by the ice boats, and
that a steamer cannot be used. .In
no part of the Straits does the ice
epen at regular intervals, its move-
ments being governed entirely by the
wind and tide. A steamer caunot
approach the shore to land passeng~
The present ice boat
orossing is the best one, and a
steamer of 10 feet dranght is recom-
mended as moat suitable for all
seasons when the crossing ie practi-
cable. Cape Joyrmaiu uu the main
land and Cape Traverse Cove on the
Ielaad are the most suitable places

nts for the termini of the

‘tbranch railways. Lines were sur-
veyed from Cape Jeurmaiu to AuLso
end from Baie Verte to Sackville and
Amberst. Surveys were aleo made
from Pugwash w0 Thomson and River
Philip stations. On the Island the
}imes surveyed were from Cape Tra-
werse o the County line station and
Summerside. From Cape Jeurmain

Excursion to a Model Farm.

Party of N. B., and N. 8., mem~
bers, on invilation of J. P. Wiser,
M. P., visited Prescott, to ser the
famous Rysdick stork farm, stables,
&o., the property of Mr. Wiser. The
party consisted of Messrs. Snowbal!,
King, C. Burpee and Rogers, of N,
B., and Borden, Bill. Longlev.
Ogden and Allison, M. P's. for N.
8. They had a palace car; a two
hours ride to Prescot; a drive
through the town in Mr. Wiser's
carriages ; were driven and enter~
tained in princely style by mine
host, then again driven half a mile
up the bank of the ‘St. Lawrence to
the Rysdick farm. It oonsists of
680 acres of best Canadian land,
nearly all in the highest state of
cultivation. Five thousand loads of
manure, the produce of the stables,
are annually spplied. In addition
to large quantities of grain, the farm
produces 800 tons of hay. And,
then Mr. Wiser buys 800 tons more
to feed his fine lot of cattle, and
other stock. The visitors found one

head of horned cattle, chiefly oxen
of great size, though there were
over 200 bulls. These are bought
about the country at about $4 per
cwt., live weight, brought to the
stables and fed on the refase of Mr.
Wiser's distillery, in a liquid state.
They also have what hay they will
eat. - They are kept in the stables
continuously—never out—for nine
months, when they are shaking fat,
and are then shipped to England
where they are sold. g

Even more famous than the cattle
are Mr. Wiser's trotting stallions,
brood mares, fillies and oolts of
Hambletonian and Columbian stock,
the pedigree of every ono of which is
carefully kept. It is sald the equine
stock alone on the Rysdick Farm in
average times would be worth $150,-
000. These are big figures. Every-
thing was found in excellent order,

be, the stock in excellent health,
snd all the Jarge and small services
of 80 great an e<tablishment moviug
like clockwork. The visitors re-
turned much gratified with thei
trip. and all speak in high praise of
their host and the Rysdick Farm.

A Search for $6,000,000,

A New York paper of Taesday
8ays :— :

To the year 1815, daring the reign
of Pasando VII ot Spain, the “ San
Pedro Alcantara,” a three-decker
man-of-war, was despatohed from
Spain to convey a fleet of provision-
laden vessels, hound for the Carth-
bean Sea with supplies for the Span-
ish army which was then sabjogating
what has been known as the Spanish
Main. “On _board this vessel were
8,000 men and a number of treasure
chests containing three million dol-
lars in silver coin. When the vessel
arrived at La Guayra, Venezuoels, a
fierce revolution was found to he 1n
progress. Spanish citizens of Cara~
cas, believing their property to be in
danger, transferred their valoahles
to the man-of-war for mafety. - Even
the churches followed the example,
and great beaps of plate, jewels,
bullion and other valuables were sent
to the Alcantars in order that the
vandals might not possess them-
selves of their treasures.

The Alcantara cruised up the
coast to the Tsland of Marguerita,
where the troopa debarked and con-
quered, plundered and destroyed the
towns of Asuncion, Pompator, Por-
lamar and Norte. The treasure
obtained thereby amounted. some
say, to only $1,000,000, while others
estimate the value at 3 much larger
figure. However that mav be, the
amount of treasure on board the ves-
sel after her capture, was in excess
of $6.000,000. The successof the
expedition was celebrated in a grand
revel, and during the height of de.
bsuch, when every one on hosrd was
under the influence of liquor, the
ship was discuvered to be en fire.
No effort was made to save the
treasure, but each one sought to save
his life. The flames reached a cask
of brandy, which exploded, and thus
the fire was spread in all directions,
soon reaching the powder magazine
which baving ignited, the vessel was
blown to pieces and sunk. One
thousand men perishel in the ocean
and flames that night. 7

In 1816 Captain Goodrich of
Newbaryport organized a company,
and by means of a wooden diving
bell, succeeded in riring $30,000 in
silver. In 1845 two companies left
Baltimore, snd workicg under per-
mission of the Veneznelan Govern~
ment, succeeied in raising $1,500,
when a difficalty ocourred which
caused them to change their pro-
gramme, which resulted in their ob-
taining the furtber sum of about
$200,000. When this money was
.ohtained a portion of ‘the divers and
crew obtained possession of as much
of it as they could secrete, and steal~
ing a hoat, they put off for La
Guayrs. Mr. Royal Phelps was
then acting Consul at that port
I'hey were arrested at his instance,
but what disposition was made of
the plunder recovered from them is
not known. The brig returned with
what was left of the company, bat
went back the next year (1846)
Mr Howland, the company’s agent,
then insisted that the divers should
be searched as they emerged from
the water, but to this indiguity they
refused to submit, and the result

In 1849 the crew of the Emily
Bannon of the United States re-
covered several thousand dollars,
bat the news of the discovery of gnid
in California caused the vessel to
leave for that land. In 1856 Cap-
tain Nicholss Town recovered $28,-
900. In 1858 Captain Whipple
found $30,000. In 1877, Captain
Folingsby went out with a company
under a contract from the Venezuelan
Government, but his onifit was
entirely insufficient, and he was only
able to ubtain about $5,000. But

A WMissroNARY SERMON AND TS
—DexoLnsHING THE CHRIS
T1ax’s Herr Fire.

" An enterprising reporter of the
Uitenhage Times has interviewed a
bloodthirsty Zula, who told the fol-
lowing remarkable and awusing
story.

Some years since a missionary
went to King Cotvwayo's kraal with
s view of converting him and his
people to Christianity. He stagd
there a few davs, and the King
agreed to hear him on the followine
Sunday. The Sunday arrived. the
King gathered his people together
and also called up two of his finest
regiments to hear what message had
been brought to bim from the white
wen. The missionary, being ‘old
that they were ready to listen to him,
rose and delivered an elegont but
short sermon, in which he set forth
the beauties of heaven as ‘compared
with the torments of the dark regions.
He told them that if they lived a
good life, did not stesl, always spoke
the trath, and, above all, kept only
one wife, they would afler death go
to the happy hunting gronnds, where
they would never miss their game,
where they would never die, hut he
forever and ever far bhappier than
they were ever in their bappiest
months down here ; whereas, on the
other hand, if they lived a bad life
and did what Ye had just told them
they Lad ought not to do, they would
be cast into a tremendous fire, so
large that jt would scorch up the
whole of the Zula sation, thongh
they were as numerous as locuats, in
a few moments. The chief and
people paid great uttention to all the
missionary said and when he had
finished the King asked him to dine
with him. He accepted the invita
tion, but during the dinner noticed
the people running about in all
directions collecting wood, * which
they were piling up in one spot. The
missionary began to feel queer; he
‘thought it looked ominous; and the
Zulu who told the story said he
noticed he did not eat any more,
but continued to take large draughs
of milk, as if to cool himself. At
length the dinner was over, bat, lie-
fare rising, the King turned sharply
round to the now affrighted mis~
sionary, snd said, *“ What was that
you said this morning nhout putting
the great Zulu people in a great fire
after they were dead? Come this
way, and [ will show you what the
Zulus are; vou don’t know them, I
c¢an see.” He took him to the pile
of wood, which had by this time
reached tremendous proportions—as
hig as a Bay store, the Zulu said—
and bad it set fire to sall round.
When it was properly in a blaze,
and gave out 80 much heat that no
one counld come near it, the King sum
moned the two regiments who had
listened to the sermon and ordered
them to charge into the burning pile
and extinguish it. Naked as they
were, without shoes or any covering
at all, they rushed into the burning
mass like madmen. raving and yell-
ing, and did not stop till hardly a
vistage of the fire remained. The
King then said to the missionary,
¢¢ You have seen that. That is what
we will do with your hell. The Zula
won't play with your fires, and yon
had better clear out of this country
at once or I will have a ¢ little fire’
made for you to put out.” The
missionary took the hint, and left
the kraal the same evening. .Is it
any wonder, ask people, after this,
that Gatling guns ' and. rocket
hatteriea have no terror for the
Zualus?—and it is certain they have
none. The Zalus, when ordered.ta
‘attack, attack; and, though they
msy be mown down by thousands,
still come on, until they conquer or
die. Ttis a tradition among them,
which Lord Chelmsford would do
well to take into consideration in his
futare movements in Znluland.

The day after the
seoret printing offices in St. Peters-
burg were discovered by the Russian
‘police a man was assasinated at Mos.
cow, but who he was and why he bad
been murdered remained a mystery
till the Semla i Swaboda published
the following notice: ** On the 9th
of March the traitor Reinstein was
executed in the Moscow Hotel, at
Moscow. Reinstein, a Polish Jew,
disclosed to the police the where-
ahouta of two of the printing offices.
We have therefore Killed him. The
Government need not boast of hav-
ing made any great discovery. It
has found nothing of any value. The
editors’ portfolio being seized has
certainly caused some inconvenience
but as we never sign any. of our
articles, the affair has no farther im-
portance. It will be useless to offer
gold ; traitors will ot be foind in
our ranks. Reinstein was only sn
agent—a newspaper distributer. We
at our command have so considerable
asums of money that we can resist all
attempts at bribery. The execation
of Mesentzeff cost us 6,000 roubles,
Krapotkin nearly as much ; neverthe-
less, we still possess 400,000 roubles
for the accomplishment of our work.”
