HOW TO CHOOSE A HEAVY
DRAFT HORSE.

A French veterinarian(M. Minot),
in his book *‘* Appreciation of the
Horse,” gives the following directions
for the choice of heavy draft horxes:
The choice of a heavy draft horse is
a great deal easiér than that of a race
horse ;- yet itis imporfant to know
how to.distinguish the best, stroag-
est, moet enduring, those who would
feed well, those that are‘flery, and
those. that are slow. The draft horse
derives his  power from several
causes—the development of those
parts which copstitnte bulk, the en-

firmness and hardiness of its organs.
The exterior characteristics ofa gond
heavy draft borse are a large, deep
chest, straight shoulders a little in-
clined, fleshy, a thick body yet not
too much bely, straight loin, the
hind quarters a little - depressed,
thick through the thighs. and & long
peringnm prolonged down frof the
anus, and thick, short muscles'df Lhe
thighs is a very strong #and, good
draft animal.

* Pedigree-is aliké an sdvantsge
to the one’ who buye, the one who
owns aud to the sheep itself. Tak
ing these in their order: When a
breeder contermplatés buying a ram
to improve his stock as shoulkd‘be the
i of every sheep raiser; he goes to
a brecder who pays great attention to
the breeding of the kind of sheep hé
intends to buy. If he sees an-animsl
that pleases him he asks, How is it
bred? and 1if the p: digree can be
shown that gives as the sire and dam
animals well know as prize-winnefs.
or from prize stock, he is satisfied to
pay & big price.

*‘ Those whe own sheep and have
stock for sale, will find that register-
ed stock can be sold for neariy threg
iimes the price: of grades. It iss
well-koown fact that no matter what
a breeder may say regarding the
quality. or. individual merit. of his’
flock or the statement that ‘they are
fu!l blood, but cannot bLe recorded,

J edigrees have been kept o'
1‘0 ngrent anmale,” he cannot seli
them for_half the price they would
bring if they were recorded. The
averagé price of ‘pore-bred sheep,
without pedigrees entijling them tof
registry, is $8, and the averasge price
of registered sheep is $25. The one
kind ea\ jast as much as the otber,
and it takes about the same amount
of time and labor to raise them.
Then it is certainly a gréat advan-
tage Lo the breeder to be able to re.
cord his flock by having a reliable
pedigree for each sheep.

** Pedigreed sheep undoubtedly get
better care than their common brezd.
relatives, ‘and fare better, as their
pedigrees show that they can boast
of superb lineage. From the time a
pedigreed lamb is dropped, its extra
care is. marked,: for if the shepher
has s choice pedigreed breeding ewe
he will asceriainto a day when she
will lamb; a~d if the weather is cold
and stormy, that lamb will never be
left on- frozen, ground, .hat_w:Il be
wrapped in ad overeoat and warmed
near a dre,- No matter what timoe of
the night it makes its ‘dehut on that
farm from that hour” it is wa‘'ch-
ed and especially cared for. Ilup-
dreds of such - lam"Ys, when kept for
show and breeding purposes. are not
permitted to get a drop of rain or
suow on their fleece.. Then agsin in
the mating, care is taken when breed-
ing pedigreed an‘mals to avoid 100
close inbreading. to -use such sifes
as bave we'l-estatliched records as
good individurls or prize-winncrs.
A breeder takes ;ride in pub'ishing
to the world that his stock is as good |
as he can afford to bay. {
