NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE.

A. Bcgn of Victoria is now in Great 
Britain, and the other day had an inter­
view in London with Sir George Baden- 
Powell, M. P. Mr. Bepg proposes to 
bring out 1250 families of Scottish fish­
ermen, crofters and mechanics to the 
Pacific coast to form a settlement. He 
is also negotiating for capital to develop 
the vaiious industries in which these 
people will engage. He hopes for ma­
terial aid from the imperial government. 
The crollers have been a valuable ac­
quisition to Manitoba and will doubtless 
piove good eel tiers in British Columbia. 
— Vancouver World.

The potato crop in Arostook and the 
upper New Brunswick counties has not 
been so seriously damaged by the late 
rains as was at first thought. The ship­
ments by the cars are very large from 
Presque Isle, Houlton and Caribou sta­
tions. The yield is good, one farmer 
having dug no less than 81 barrels out ol 
an acre and a half of ground. Pi ices arc 
$1 to $1.25 per barrel, a very satisfactory 
rate for the farmeis.

New Glasgow Chronicle : There 
came very near being a sail poisoning 
case in town this week. On Tuesday' 
early, Mrs. Grant, wife of David Grant, 
freight agent at New Glasgow station, by 
mistake swallowed two tahlcspoonsful ot 
catholic acid. A physician was immedi­
ately sent for and had he been a few min­
utes later in attendance in all probability 
the lady would have lost her life. As it 
was, he caused artificial vomiting which 
relieved her very much.

New York, Sept. 20.—A striking 
story of cool criminal logic was told at 
the Jefferson Market police court to-day 
during the examination of Henry Cassin 
and Oscar Mall hews, the two boys of the 
Hotel Vendôme arrested for stealing the 
812,800 contained in the strong box of 
the bookmakers, Carlin and Saunders. 
Matthews turned state’s evidence an 1 
told how Cassin secured possession of 
the money. He said Cassin approached 
him several times with a plan to take the 
box from the safe. Cassin said he would 
be willing to serve ten years to have the 
money, which he could hide, and use 
when his term expired, as the sum wae 
more than he would 'he able to earn in 
that time. Cassin said he. could easily 
get the box, as he knew the combination 
of the safe, but Matthews declares he re­
fused to have anything to do yvith the 
scheme. Cassin was held in 810,000 
bail and Matthews was sent to the house 
of detention.

Panama, Sept. 24.—From the start to 
the time when it burned itself out near the 
market the lire was fed oil immense quan­
tities ol alcohol, spirits, petroleum and 
other inflammable materials and was en­
tirely beyond human control. In all 
about 150 buildings were destroyed, in­
cluding the Post office, supreme court, 
municipality prefecture, the wharves of 
all the steamship companies except the 
French company, Pacific Mail and Royal 
Mail offices and part of the wharf. 
Every business heuse of importance on 
Front street and all hotels were burned. 
There were no deaths, and no casualties 
of any consequence. The total loss is 
estimated at about 81,500,000. The loss 
of the Panama railivay alone is 8100,000. 
The cause ot the fire is not known.

Those who make the acquaintarce of 
Sir John A. Macdonald never forget him. 
In Loudon in his study at Kensington 
Place, Lord Lome has his portrait over 
his study chair. Iu C-e century club 
there, which owes its foundation to Mr. 
Fellows, once a resident of St. John and 
now the agent general of New Brunswick 
the portrait of Sir John occupies a first 
place. Mr. Fellows having recently 
purchased a properly in Norfolk, off 
which to erect a residence, calls the street 
Macdonald street in honor of the premier. 
The memorials of the grand old man are 
not confined to the dominion of which he 
is the honored chief.

London, Sept. 22.—Princess Louise 
(Marchioness ot Lome) is suffeiing from 
a bad nervous complaint. The doctors 
have sent her to Cromar, where she is 
staying at the house of Mr. Cyril Flower 
one ot Mr. Gladstone’s whips. This visit 
accords with the fitness of things poli­
tical, for Princess Louise is reported to 
he a oil of a radical. Her husband, on 
the other baud, is a strong liberal 
unionist. The Duchess of Fife also con­
tinues in a bail slate of health, which 
has been the principal cause for the 
limited nature of the duke’s entertain­
ments this year.

SANITARY SAFEGUARDS.

A fartr. home ought to be the health­
iest of all, but too often it is exact­
ly the reverse. One of the puzzles 
is how to dispose of slops. On no 
account should a cesspool be toléra 
ted ; an underground drain unless a 
stream of water be flowing through 
it is almost if not quite as bad. 
Kitchen and other slops can be 
healthfully and economically dispos­
ed of by the use of a barrel on trucks ; 
it can be emptied with a pail, bsl 
the trucks aie a great help. A bar­
rel can he set in any convenient 
(jfrico, and emptied when and where 
it is needed, if scalded thoroughly 
when any bad odor is detected, it 
can be kept sweet and clean. But 
as you value health, do not throw 
slops in one place near the house.

FRUIT AS FOOD.

From the standpoint of the chem­
ist, who finds but little solid matter 
in them, fruits rank low as foods ; 
but they possess precious qualities 
hardly yet known to the chemist.. 
Their juices distilled pure in nature’s 
laboratory need no boiling or filter­
ing to destroy or icmove the gvrun 
■){ disease. While they go easily 
through the tissues of the body

leaving the valuable sabs,and talk, 
log up and carrying oil” Hie was'e 
products. “ Their acids, how re­
freshing ; their salts stimulating ; 
tbeir dol'clous flavors, how they play 
on the nervous system.” The aroma 
of good ripe fruits is believed to have 
an animating exhilarating “ in. 
spring” eflcct on the human body, 
when they are eaten. And while i. 
appears that the •• fruit of the tree” 
was the special food of man in his 
earliest punfiedor glortfied condition 
it now appears that more special at­
tention is given to the cultivation of 
fruits than tu almost any product ol 
the earth. But while we would tliue 
high'y exalt pure, ripe, seasonable 
fruits, we would ae strongly condem 
any in any way damaged, and all 
unripe fruits.

True economy requires that every 
young animal on the farm should be 
kept growing from the time it enters 
the world until it reaches maturity. 
The old idea of letting yuur stock 
forage for a living among the dry 
stubble or try to find shelter from 
the north wind or cold storms under 
the lee of a rail fence or a straw 
stack is an absurdity if not a down­
right cruelty. Every farmer should 
prevent sicb treatment, or if not on 
account of its cruelty, certainly on 
account of its unprofitableness. 
Some advocates of the hardening 
system claim that young stock are 
frequently overfed, but where there 
is one injured in that way, there are 
a thousand injured by neglect in pro­
viding food and shelter.

MANURING WEEDS.

The failure of a crop is bad enough, 
but it is greatly aggravated if, after 
manuring, ploughing and planting, 
the crop is filled and overgrown with 
weeds. It looks, then, as if the farm- 
er was himself partly to blame, and 
it always aggravates trouble of any 
kind if blame therefor cannot he 
thrown on somebody else. Weeds 
in hoed crops are especially vexatious 
to the farmer who has manured 
heavily, because he knows that their 
thrift is largely due to what lie has 
done for them. This is also true of 
weeds so close tp the hills of corn or 
potatoes that 4he cultivator could 
not cut them out without destroying 
crops. In this case the weeds are 
cultivated as well as manured.

POULTRY ROOSTS.

The next lime you shut up your 
chicken house door for the night., 
just peep in end you will see the best 
part of your chickens all trying to 
get to the top roost. The bosses of 
the flock will get there, after much 
mangling and picking ateaob oiner’s 
combs, and there will be a restless 
time all night. To overcome this 
difficulty, build your roosts liorr on’.- 
al or all on the same level, and there 
be no crowding. Another serious 
drawback to the old slanting roosts 
is that large Asiatic breeds such as 
Langshans. Branmas, etc , in flying 
to the ground at peep ’o day are apt 
to get bumble foot or hurt them­
selves iu various ways. Another 
evil, though small, is the “ flat roost­
ing poles,” which should be round 
A fowl when rocsVng sets upon her 
breastbones, and in cases of v0ung 
of chickens their breastbones be­
comes crooked in a short lime. 
This is a veiy simple thing to talk 
about, but when your liens are dress­
ed for market, they don’t show up 
as nice as one with a clean cut 
breast, and it will make a dillerence 
in the price. Therefore, it may be­
hoove you to save a penny in replac­
ing round roost poles lor flat ones.

EVENLY MATCHED FARM 
TEAMS

There is hardly anything more im­
portant to successful I arming than 
having good teams and those evenly 
matched, at least for strength and 
willingness to pull together. Good 
ploughing, drilling or cultivating of 
any kind cannot be possible if horses 
do not pull truly and evenly. It is 
a bad waste of men’s time to keep 
them employed with ineffective teams. 
While the fanner is about it he might 
as well ma’ch his teams for color a id 
style so as to mnke ihem more easily 
saleab e shoul 1 he wish to . ell. But 
on a fui m utility is fiist ar.d style is 
secondary.

MOULTING I1ENS.

Hens should be well fed and have 
considerable nutrimeut of the kind 
needed to make ho-ie during the 
moulting season. They need this to 
make new feathers grow more quick 
ly, and also to shorten the moulting 
period. If poorly fed, the hens do 
cot get into full feather before Win­
ter, and then they will not lay until 
Spring, however abundantly fed. 
But.1.he hens that moult early, can 
wnh good feed and warm quarters, j 
be made to produce eggs ail through 
tie cold season,

POTASH FOR SANDY SOILS.

The texture of many kinds of soil 
is a sufficient indication of their defi­
ciency. Sandy land is almost al­
ways deficient in potash. When it 
grows poor a dressing of wood-ashes 
or if these cannot be had, of German 
potash salts, is best restorative. 
The presence of potash changes the 
texture of the soil. It absorbs and 
retains moisture, and this, with the 
mineral plant food it suppies, en­
ables clover to grow where it oil er- 
wise would not. Leached wood 
ashes usually have enough potash 
left in them to make a god top 
dressing, and wherever they can be 
had they are the cheapest fertilizer. 
Stable manure, especially that lrom 
cows, is usually deficient in potash 
and is improved by an addition of 
this mineral. For mixing with man-
