a power of attorney to act for Martin; I 
never saw Martin; I do not know whether 
or not Charlton showed the power of 
attorney; he did not show it to me; the 
arrangement between myself and the Gov­
ernment was an amicable one; Mr.

He fell into nice hands. The Messrs.

sold out their interest for $50,000. 
They were then ready for another specula­
tion, and Mr. Whitehead was advised to 
take them as partners. Mr. Fraser, one 
of the -partners, said regarding the ar­
rangement with Whitehead : -

My partner, Grant, arranged to buy half 
of Mr. Whitehead’s contract; I was aware 
that the latter was in financial difficulties, 
as numbers of men are unpaid; Cooper, 
Fairman & Co. were interested in the new 
partnership; there was a sealed agreement 
that Cooper's claims were to be secured; 
Mr. Grant told me he had been talking with 
Whitehead about a partnership, the condi­
tions being that he was to buy half the plant 
and go on and finish the work; I learned 
this in Winnipeg; 1 had no conversation 
with anyone as to bringing about this part­
nership; Grant and I were interested in 
each one-quarter, and Whitehead one-half; 
when entering into partnership with White- 
head Grant and I had a financial standing of 
about $120,000—do not know that we were 
worth that, but could command that amount; 
considerable of our property was locked up 
in the Halifax Banking Co.; the debt due 
by the Toronto firm would equal that; the 
day before we went into partnership with 
Whitehead Grant and I were worth from 
$100,000 to $120,000; while interested in 
Contract 42 we had A. Bain and J. R. Mc­
Donald, engineers, looking after the in­
terests of the contractors ; as to our agree- 
ment with Whitehead we saw that the work 
was so backward that we could not go on.

Mr. Fraser does not say whether he and 
Mr. Grant and Mr. Pitblado are to re­
ceive a share of any sum that may be 
coming to Whitehead when the work is 
finished by the Government.

Bain to do this; I felt that my father had 
been—I do not know how to put it—bnt I 
wanted to get his acceptances back; I knew 
of them because in my father’s absence, 
while I was managing his affairs in this 
Province, some of these acceptances came 
up here; some I paid, and some I allowed 
to go to protest; when I saw my father I 
asked him if he had other acceptances, 
and he said he had, but did not know how 
much; Mr. Bain and I talked the matter 
over, and I thought it only right to getthem 
back; I did what I thought beet for my fa­
ther's interests where I felt he had been 
swindled ; I did this sometimes without con- 
suiting him; I should judge that the accep­
tances given to McIntosh amounted to some- 
thing over $40,000; I could not say how 
much of them has been paid, bnt I think it 
would be something over $20,000 in round 
numbers; I do not know of any other re­
muneration to anyone on account of these 
railway transactions; my father told me he 
gave something to Sutton & Thompson and 
to Charlton; never had any conversation 
with McIntosh on the subject of these ac­
ceptances; the only conversation I had on 
the point was with my father, and that was 
not a pleasant one, as I was exasperated at 
his course.

Now Mr. Mackenzie’s 
brother had just as much right to obtain 
a contract by fair means, and on fair 
terms, as any other man in Canada, or 
out of it ; but it was conclusively and re­
peatedly proved that tenders were invited 
only when the Chief Engineer advised 
that the time for making a contract for 
rails had come ; that the prices were at 
that time lower than were ever previously 
known ; that persons of the greatest ex­
perience, including the members of some 
of the old British firms which tendered 
for part of the rails, believed that the 
prices could not fall any lower, and that 
they must soon advance ; that the firm ■ 
whose tender was lowest were urged to 
accept the contract for the whole quantity, 
and that the manufacturers represented 
by Cooper, Fairman & Co., received the 
contract only for the quantity for which 
those whose tenders were lower refused 
to contract ; that Cooper, Fairroan & Co. 
were merely agents for the parties who 
contracted, and that they received but a 
small commission in payment of their ser­
vices, and that Mr. Charles Mackenzie 
had ceased to be a member of the firm 
before the tender presented through it 
was accepted. Although all these facts

WE HAVE ON HAND FOR SALE owes its present power and strength, in a 
great measure, to his skill, and tact, and 
disregard of principle. Last year he ap­
pointed a Commission to find or form a 
pretext for the dismissal of some Liberal 
employes from the Welland canal, and 
that led to the exposure of the fact that 
members of the Tory majority in Parlia­
ment, had, at least in one instance, agreed 
to use for a price their influence with the 
Government in favor of some parties ten­
dering for a contract.

The evidence given be­
fore the Commission appointed this year 
makes a further exposure of the modes 
in which contract letting is managed under 
a Tory administration.

We are sorry that want of space pre­
vents our publishing the evidence in full. 
We put together such parts of the evi­
dence of several witnesses as serve to 
show how matters are managed by parties 
tendering, and their friends, and how the 
present Government treats its friends.

THE WHITEHEAD CONTRACT NO. 15.

This contract was let in Mr. Macken­
zie’s time. Mr. Mackenzie had reason 
more than once to complain in the House 
of Commons that many things which 
should not be known outside his office 
were made known; in short, that many 
of the Tory employes were spies employed 
to convey to the leaders of the Opposition 
everything that they thought could be 
used to the injury of the Government. 
Mr. Whitehead, in his evidence, states 
that almost as soon as the tenders were 
opened parties interested learned how 
they stood. His tender for No. 15 was 
high, and he made an arrangement with 
Messrs. Sutton & Thomson, whoso ten­
ders were lower, to go in with them, find 
the money required as a deposit, and most 
of the capital, for carrying on the work 
if they could get the contract Another 
party, represented by Mr. Charlton, were 
in the way. They were induced to with­
draw after the contract had been offered 
to them,. and Whitehead paid Charlton 
$20,000 for the withdrawal. When the 
contract was awarded to Sutton & Thom- 
son, Whitehead, with their consent, ap­
plied to be admitted as a partner, and 
this was done, Mr. Mackenzie seeing no 
reason why it should be refused. White- 
head obtained much money through his 
brother-in-law, Senator Macdonald, for 
which he paid a high rate of interest. 
He bought out Sutton & Thomson He 
said in his evidence :—

Although Sutton & Thompson’s tender 
was $300,000 lower than mine, I paid 
them $10,000 for it, as their prices for rock- 
cuts, ties, and other items were better than 
mine; I knew there would be a loss on the 
tunnelling, but I thought the remainder 
could be worked out to advantage; I re­
member a talk at Ottawa to the effect that 
Sutton & Thompson had left the item of 
rip-tap out of their tender; I heard that it 
had been left to the Department, and that 
an average of the other tenders had been 
taken, and the item filled up at $2 ; I think 
I made the arrangements with Sutton & 
Thompson before that was done; I know 
that some people knew what the figures of 
the various contracts were long before they 
were made public;I never tried to get any 
information from any one connected with 
the Department.

Mr. Whithead became embarassed some 
time after the change of Government, 
and he applied to the Minister of Public 
Works for an advance on the security of 
his rolling stock, which, if tho report is 
correct, he valued at $1,200,000. This, 
which was often done before, was refused, 
and it was suggested to Mr. Whitehead 
that he should take in partners who would 
help him. He says:—

I have complained of the estimates of the 
Government engineers; the principal com­
plaints were about the loose rock measure- 
ments, and the ties; Mr. Rowan would not 
allow me for the ties used in the spurtracks 
to the ballast pits; Mr. Schreiber said it 
was absurd to make me supply these ties; 
about $96,000 were so kept eff me; this has 
prevented my carrying on the work; the 
work would never have been in the hands of 
the Government if it had not been for this 
dockage; I asked the Gevernment for assis­
tance, and was to have got an advance on 
the security of my plant, which is worth 
$1,200,000; my plant includes six locomo­
tives and 158 flat cars ;no objection was 
made to the valuation; Sir Chas. Tupper, 
however, -told me that the Government 
were anxious to do anything in their power 
to assist me, but they could not be my 
banker, and he advised me to take a 
partner; I took in two partners who were 
to find] all the money required, but they 
failed to do so, and the works fell into the 
hands of the Government; no names were 
suggested to me by Sir Charles ; the partner- 
ship was no advantage to me, but rather a 
detriment; I told Sir Charles I did not want 
a partner; I lost money by Sifton, Ward & 
Co, being behind with their contract; they 
were so far behind that I had to wait a year 
or team my .supplies to the North-West 
Angle; from this place they were taken by 
boat to Rat Portage, and packed to their 
destination on men’s backs; I spent a large 
amount of money in getting things into 
shape, and had things so that I could do 
everything by steam; I got in five steam 
shovels asd six locomotives, sad had every 
preparation to work on in economical basis, 
but as Sir Charles said the Government 
could not be my banker I came home, when 
I found that what seemed to be a ring had 
been formed against me; Messrs. Cooper, 
Fairman, & Co., who made my glycerine, 
demanded payment on an account of $9,000 
due them, but I failed to get the money; 
Mr. Cooper said that unless it was paid that 
day he would throw me into insolvency; he 
also told some of my friends—Dr. Schultz 
and Mr. Young, and others—that he could

Those Nova Scotians made that large 
amount very easily, thanks to the Minis­
ter’s refusing five days grace to the Amer­
icans who tendered. There was another 
party also who strove to profit by helping 
them to get rid of competitors. Mr. J. 
J. J. Macdonald said :—

Messrs. Manning & Shields had, I believe, 
agreed with a party in Toronto to give him 
a share in the contract it they got it, but 
the share had not been settled yet; there 
was a dissent to this share being given; it 
was during Messrs. Fraser, Grant & Pit- 
blado’s time, but the question has not been 
brought up since; I have been told that he 
was one of Morse & Co.’s bondsmen, and 
that if he withdrew his name from their 
support he would be given a share in the 
profits; I had no conversation with him up 
to the time that the contract was let; I met 
him in Toronto afterwards, when be asked 
me what shape his matter was to be pnt in; 
I said I didn’t know, as I had nothing to do 
with the arrangement: I think it was ar­
ranged that he waa to have one-twenty- 
fourth; Mr Close, a Toronto merchant, was 
the gentiman referred to; he negotiated with 
with Messrs-Manning & Shields.

And Mr. John Shields, one of the firm 
of Shields & Manning, said :—

Before any knowledge of the standing of 
the different tenders was known an agree­
ment was made between Fraser, Grant, & 
Pitblado and our firm, that if either firm’s 
tender were accepted the other firm should 
be taken into partnership; they felt that 
that they were incompetent to handle such 
a heavy undertaking; they were all at Otta­
wa, but I think Grant and Pitblado went 
home ; the negotiations were concluded ver­
bally I don’t think either knew the figures of 
the other’s tender; I do not know if we 
three could have managed the work alone, 
but I do not think we could; it requires a 
strong business management, practical 
knowledge of the work, and capital; this 
idea and the hopes that such an agreement 
would give us a better chance for getting 
the contract, led to the agreement being 
made; the agreement was made in the end 
of January, and Messrs. Fraser, Grant, & 
Pitblado notified the Department in the be­
ginning of March; I know of no document 
embodying the agreement except the letter 
referred to ; I knew that Mr. Close was to be 
Morse & Co,s security; Mr. Close was 
at Ottawa; he told us he was getting an in­
terest with Andrews, Joncs, & Co.; this was 
after Morse & Go’s tender had been passed 
over ; we told him if he would put up some 
security and find a portion of the working 
capital we wouldgive him one-twenty fourth; 
he would have been interested with us if we 
had got the contract for the whole line it 
was understood between himself and my­
self that if we got the whole he should be 
made a partner; there was no definite agree­
ment—nothing further than a mutual under­
standing; he said he could get a share with 
Andrews, Jones & Co’ it he did not with us, 
so we gave him a letter to the effect that he 
should have a share.

They at once 
lodged $50,000, and asked five days more 
to provide the other $150,000. This was 
refused, and they were informed that the 
Minister did not think that the public 
interest would be promoted by giving 
them the five days additional. Messrs. 
Fraser, Grant & Pitblado, Nova Scotians, 
were the next in order. The contract 
was given to them. The Toronto Globe con­
stantly asserts, and we think proves, that 
the amount which the country must pay 
under the contract with Fraser, Grant & 
Co., is $214,760 more than it would have 
to pay were the tender of Andrews, Jones 
& Co., accepted. Mr. Fraser, in his evi­
dence, said:—

I tendered with a company — Fraser, 
Grant & Pitblado; both my partners live in 
Truro, N. S. ; our share of the business 
was one-third each; the section is 67+ miles 
long; tenders were asked in separate or one 
tender for that and the other—section A- 
which was 112 miles; tenders were also 
asked for the whole 185 miles; we put in a 
tender for section A, and one for section B 
separately; that made the whole line; we 
said that we would take the whole at the ag­
gregate of the two tenders; we only got a 
contract on one section; we were not the 
lowest; Nicholson, Morse & Co., were the 
lowest, and the contract was awarded to 
them; one section was to have been finish­
ed in three years, but if we got the whole 
Une we would do it in two years; the prices 
for two yesrs were largely in excess of the 
other; the three years’ offer was accepted 
by the Gevernment, who offered a large ad­
dition to the price if it could be finished in 
two years; the percentage thus offered 
would not make the prices the same as in 
the two years’ tender; when I met Nichol- 
son at Ottawa they were negotiating for 
their security, having been notified that they 
had the contract; I am not aware of any 
negotiations by any one with the members 
of this firm on the subject of their not com­
pleting the securities; I knew when they re­
tired; Jones & Co., were the next to lowest, 
mine came next; Andrews, Jones & Co. re­
ceived a notification from the Department 
that their tender was accepted, when Nic­
holson & Co. failed to put up the security; 
the deposit required was about $200,000— 
five per cent on the bulk sum of the con­
tract; when Jones was awarded the con­
tract I left Ottawa; Jones 4 Co., were back­
ed up by a New York man reported to be 
wealthy; Smith, I think, was the name of 
this New Yorker; eight days were given to 
put up the deposit, I understood; Nichol­
son 4 Co. got sixteen days notice in all, I 
think; in Ottawa at that time I knew of no 
one interested in my getting the contract; 
when it was supposed I was pretty close, 
Manning, Shields 4 Co. asked me to give an 
interest in the contract; I think this was 
after Smith went to New York, but before 
it came to my turn, they asked if it came to 
my tender would I take partners ; there was 
no arrangement made then; the first ar- 
rangement was (when Smith went to New 
York), that if! got the contract they were 
to associate themselves with onr firm, put­
ting up one-half the contract; there was no 
writing about this till I was awarded the

TRX
In the year 1557, or rather 1559, ap­

peared at the court of the Great Mughul 
a European by name of John de Bourbon, 
who said that he was a Frenchman and 
belonged to one of the noblest French 
families. He said that on a journey 
which he undertook with his preceptor in 
the year 1541 when he was fifteen, lie had 
been made prisoner by the pirates and 
carried away to Egypt; there he had 
gained the good favor of the Sultan, in 
whose army he enlisted, but was again 
taken prisoner in an expedition to Abys­
sinia. His being a Christian, gave him 
some freedom in the new land of his cap­
tivity, which he made use of to escape to 
India, where he intended placing his ser­
vices at the disposal of the Great Mughul. 
The young Frenchman soon became a fa­
vorite of the powerful Emperor Akbar, 
who put him at the head of his artillery 
and loaded him with honors and riches. 
John de Bourbon married a Christian 
slave of Georgia, who gave him two sons: 
the eldest, Sekander (Alexander) received 
the district Sirgarh in Malwa from the 
Emperor Jahangir, as his property, with 
the hereditary dignity of Governor of the 
Begum’s palace. The Bourbons remained 
at the court of the Great Mughul till the 
Perians, under the terrible Nadir Shah, 
conquered Delhi in 1730 ; after which 
they retired to their district Sirgarh, 
where they assumed the titles of Nawab. 
They were expelled from there in the 
year 1794 ; Enayet Messiah, or Tehokar 
de Bourbon, the last independent Nawab, 
fled with his whole race to Bhopal, where 
considerable hereditary dependencies 
were granted to him. Balthasar de Bour­
bon, by surname Ghahsahad Messiah (i. e., 
the Christian prince) became in 1816 
Prime Minister, and, after the premature 
death of the Sovereign, Regent of Bho­
pal; he died in 1839, and it was his 
widow, Elizabeth de Bourbon, whom 
Rousselet met in 1867. The descendants 
of John de Bourbon form now a race of 
about 400 families ; of these, about 300

A MORE SERIOUS MATTER.

With the private arrangements between 
parties seeking those contracts it may be 
said the Minister can have nothing to do, 
and it is quite certain that no blame 
should attach to him if he knew nothing 
of those conspiracies against the public 
Interest, and did nothing to help those 
who sought to cheat the public. In the 
matter of sections A and B the question 
to be settled as far as Sir C. Tupper is 
concerned, is, “Did he knowingly and wil­
fully aid and abet Messrs. Frazer, Grant 
& Pitblado, and their associates, in their 
attempt to obtain $214,780 more than the 
work need have cost?” If he did not 
allow a reasonable time to the Americans, 
who showed their earnestness by actually 
depositing $50,009 as soon as they were 
notified that the contract was awarded to 
them, he at least failed deplorably in his 
duty. But as to the conduct of one of 
the officers of his department, exposed by 
one of the witnesses in this case, there 
can be no doubt or difference of opinion. 
Mr. J. J. McDonald said :—

I never had any negotiations with any one 
in relation to Messrs. Andrews, Jones 4 
Co., contract; I understood they were back­
ed by Mr. Smith, New York, who is reputed 
to be very wealthy; believed they were 
able to put up their security; but I heard 
that Andrews had left for New York, hav­
ing decided not to bother any more about it, 
as he had found he had taken the contract 
too low,I occasionally asked gentlemen 
connected with the Department for informa­
tion; I have asked Chapleau, Townsend, 
Douglas, and others; I occasionally got 
trifling information, but I always heard 
more among the contractors about the 
Russell House; I saw several lieu that 
purported to be lists of tenders, but they 
were all different from one another; they 
were supposed to be copies of the lists in 
the Department; Mr. A. P. McDonald had 
one; I cannot say whether or not any turn­
ed out to be correct; the only gift made by 
any one in connection with the contract was 
that made to Close ; I promised a gift if I 
succeeded in getting the contract; I pro­
mised to a gentleman in Ottawa; his name 
is Chapleau, and he is connected with the 
Department of Public Works; I promised 
him $4,000; it was not for any services in 
connection with the Department; he was an 
intimate friend of Mr. Smith, the backer of 
Andrews, Jones 4 Co., I told him that if 
Smith did not come to time with the security 
I would give him (Chapleau) $4,000; I 
was led to believe that he had considerable 
influence with Mr. Smith; I do not know 
whether he saw Mr. Smith or not; he is

use my own judgment; I gained nothing by 
the partnership, but in dissolving it aban­
doned one of the purposes of my life to es- 
tablish myself in Montreal; I avoided ab­
solutely all conversation with Cooper, Fair- 
man 4 Co respecting the steel rails; after 
the dissolution I never had any conversa­
tion with them on the subject; before that I 
was to get one-third the profits of the busi­
ness, under our arrangement I had to bear 
one-third the looses—up to the amount of 
capital put in.

Chairman—If all the capital were lost and 
further liabilities existed, would you con­
sider that you were free from any liabilities 
for these?

A,—I would consider myself unanswer­
able for such liabilities; I never made an
