The Elizabethun shoe was ' . reully
arustie atbur, and, whea powdered with
puis alid worn ou the 1oul of u dDlluey
or u lialeigh, wuas a thing to fook upon.
W hen - Le.cester receivea Jus Queen at
lacnuaworth he wore shoes of waite vel-
ver.  The Queen herself was u counvis-
seur in shoes. The shee had developer
inio the boot about tae muddle of W&
uftcentn eentury, auvd m  siout boots,
with tops and spurs, Yorkists and Loan-
Castrilins  rede agaissc each other on
many a blcody leattiedield. Then boots
were so heavy that their removal felt
to the lot of squ.re or page, or auy ot
er autondant. Atter the revolution {(1658)
tke immense roses on  shoes were re-
placed by buékies and large, wide
strings. At fiest these buckles wore not
unlike beans in-shapes and size.  Sinee
toat period the buckle hie undergone
every variety of foira and dimensions,
aind in the year 1777 buckles and buts
tons ‘on the coat became so enormous
that they gave birth to many ridieulous
caricatures,

High-heeled boots were worn by ladies
,f«‘)r three parts of the eighteenth centary.
They 1mused their fair wearsrs some
inches, and rendered walking difficult
and running out of the quastion. Boots
and shoes of all kinds have been =vorn
ir. Bngland: shoes made of leather, wond,
and reeds; brass-hound, iron-bsund, gold-
bound; with wide, blunt toes, with nar-
row pointed tces a foet long, but the
right shoe and the left shoe exactly the
same shape.
