Ottawa, July 3, 189’.
Monseigneur:

On the eve of my departure from
Canada, for the Eternal City, whereI
hope shortly to deposit in the hands of
His Holiness the result of my investiga-
tions, I take the liberty toaddress a few
words to Your Grace, as being the bis-

tion which brought me here, and
through you to all the Catholics of the
country.

Before all, Monseigneur, I beg to ex-
press my mest respectful and devoted
feelings for all the Archbishops and
Bishops of the Dominion, as a recogni-
tion of the kind manner in which I
have been treated. My thanksare also
due to all the members of the clergy and
the Faithful in the different dioceses,
for the expressions of good-will, which
they have continually offered me, and
I only regret that I am not able to
thank them individaally.

I have also to acknowledge the great
courtesy which has been shown me by
the civil anthorities, and for wh)&: 1
am deeply thankful.

There now only remains fo! us to
hope that the holy work of pedce and
justice, desired by tife Holy Bee, may
realize the result expected. In con-
nection with this, I can assure Your
Grace that His Holiness will take all
possible care in giving a decision and
in outlining the ccnduct which Cana-
dian Catholics are to follow in the pre-
sdnt sitnation.
