Herring.

Although there are still a few offer-
ings of split herring on the basis of
$8.50 St. John's, Nfld., which certain
factors in the trade have been con-
sidering, it may be said that New-
foundland splits of good ‘quality are
held firmly at the prevailing quotat-
ions of $12 and 13 per barrel. The
sale a few weeks ago of several lots
at $11.25 ex-dock cannot be consid-
ered as having weakened the market
in any material respect, for the sel-
speak,
and the pressure of their offerings
naturally had its influence on the
price of the goods thus offered. In
most quarters holders are quoting
within the range, many holding for:
$12.50, regardless of the size of the
fish. Importers have been further
strengthened in, their ideas by the
fact that packers in Newfoundland
have been quoting on a sligantly
higher basis. = Round herring is
now -offering in New York; and ﬂle
quotation of holders is $13 ahd ‘14 of
large, while medium herring are‘}
quoted variously from $11 to $12.50.
