On one of his trips he |
took Rev. Mr. Stewart with him, and
landed him at a part of the coast,
from which he went inland to Fort
Chimo, where many.of the HFskimo
lived. He became so deeply inferest-
ed in their spiritual welfare, that he
decided tg offer himself to the Bishop
of Newfoundland for work amongst
them. - He did so, and ‘was duly ap-
pointed. to the work in TUngava, by
the - Bishop of Newfoundland, in
whose jurisdiction it is supposed to
be. Eternity alone will reveal all the
results of Mr, Stewart’s unselfish
vears of work amongst those people;
