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Assistance Asked From Local Chapter— 
How to Make Them

The 1,0. D.E. lias received an appeal 
for knitted comforts for the navy and 
they ask the ladies who so kindly knit 
during the war to again help now by 
knitting sleeveless sweaters, scarfs, 
wristlets and socks, but especially sweat­
ers.

Scarfs are knitted one and one-half 
yards long and 45 stitches wide.

Wristlets, 9 inches long with 43 stitch­
es around, plain and purled as the cuff
of a sock.

Sailor’s sleeveless sweaters—Cast on 
76 stitches on 2 needles (with knobs) 
and knit 2 plain, 2 purl for 3 inches. 
Then plain knitting for 22 inches. This 
forms the front. Now knit 24 stitches 
and put them on another needle for 
shoulder. Oast off 28 siitches, which 
will leave opening for neck ; knit the 

^^yemainiug 25 stitches for 20 rows (10 
ribs) and oast on stitches (18), making 
76 stitches once more. Knit plain for 
21 ipohes for back (one inch longer than 
front), then 2 plain, 2 purl for 3 inches 
and cast off loosely. To finish neck, 
pick up 68 stitches round the opening 
and knit 2 plain, 2purl round and round 
on four needles for 8>£ inoliôs; cast off 
loosely, sew up the sides of the sweater, 
leaving an opening 12 in. long for arm 
holes and work one row double crochet 
round the armhole to make it strong.
