A PATRIARCH.

Thesides batter inward
to the gunwale, and this makes the vessel
much broader at the water-line than on
deck. In nautical language the sides are
known as “tumbling-home,” because they
fall in above the bends. This bark was
built at Philadelphia, but it cannot be as-
certained with any degree of certainty at
what particular point. The custom House
register does not contain the record, because
the vessel was built twelve years before the
American revolution. It is almost likely
that the bark was built in Kensington, as it
appears from history that the first ship-
yards on the Deleware were established in
that locality, not far from Penn treaty
ground. The bark was built for parties
residingin Hull, England, and still hails
from that place, and for forty-seven years
was engaged in the whaling business in the
Northern seas, and appeared to be at home
among the iceburgs of the Arctic region, It
is understood that the vessel has neverre-
quired any considerable repairs. The ori-
ginal timbers appear to bo as sound as the
day they wero erected on the stocks inold
Kensington. The bark registers 296 tons,
but will earry much more.

AN EDITOR SHOT IN HIS OFFICE.

At two o'clock on Monday afternoon a
terrible tragedy took place in the office of
the “Cumberland Md. daily Times.” An
article appeared in that morning’s issue of
the “Times” assailing the character of
Horace Resley, Clerk of the Cirenit Court
and charging that there was frand practiced
in paying jurors and tailsmen. John H.
Resley, a son of the Clerk’s went to the
“Times" office, armed with a revolver, and
meeting Lloyd L. Clary, the editor, in the
hall at the top of the first flight of stairs, he
put to him the question, “Did you write
that article 2" at the same time drawing his
pistol. Clary exclaimed, “John, give me a
chance.” Resley said, “No,” and imme-
diately fired two shots—the one passing
through Clary's neck and the other entering
Lis chest, justbelow the heart, inflicting a
fatal wound. The crime was little less than
deliberate murder. The article charging
fraud upon the Clerk if not true, could have
been easily successfully contradicted, for it
gave names, dates and amounts. And if
true it was proper and legitimate matter for
publication, being the disbursement of
county taxes as pay to jurors, a matter the
poople ave vitally concerned in knowing all
about.

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A STRANGE CASE OF BIGAMY.

Frederick Francis Archbishop Farqu-
harson, & young man, has just been com-
mitted to the Wiltshire assizes, on a charge
of bigamy, by the Trowbridge magistrates.

To her great astonish-
ment she there found the prisoner with
another wife and family, he having it was
shown in evidence, married on the 29th of
December, 1865, a young lady named Jessie
Hoope. The mother of the London wife
compelled the prisoner to enter her cab and
accompany her to Trowbridge, where she
gave him into custody. The prisoner, when
he left his London wife, said he had to go
info the country on business, and when he
left his country spouse it was under the
pretext of going to town on business. All
three of the wives were present during
recent examination, and the two latter have
families.—Liverpool Paper.
