
BRITISH BYE-ELECTIONS.
The British bye-elections were con­

cluded on Tuesday. Nominations to fill 
vacancies caused by death or by the ac­
ceptance of office have been held in Leeds, 
Berwickshire, the Hawick burghs, Mont­
gomery, Romford and Wisbeach. Of the 
six seats Leeds was left uncontested, Mr. 
Gladstone, son of the ex-Premier, being 
elected by acclamation. The Liberals car­
ried four of the five in which there were 
contests. In Romford the Conservative 
majority, which at one time was away 
up in the thousands, has been reduced by 
500, while in Wisbeach Mr. Brand, the 
Liberal candidate, who at last general elec­
tion captured the seat from the Conserva­
tives, has managed to hold it. Mrs. Brand 
assisted her husband both on and of the 
platform and proved a great favorite. Rom­
ford is the largest constituency in the 
United Kingdom, having 20,300 electors.

THE DISCREDITED TREATY.
From a semi-official source we learn that| 

the treaty with France will be presented 
for adoption by the House of Commons. 
To this extent the Tupper influence in
