OTTAWA, July 9.—The Colonial Confer­

ence met again this morning, and after 
going over a good deal of what had been 
discussed already, adjourned at 1 o'clock 
for lunch. Mr. Hofmeyer, the Cape dele­
gate, left this morning for Toronto. He is 
the ablest delegate, but appears to have 
taken very little interest in the work of 
the conference.

The conference closed this afternoon at 
6 o’clock. They spent the day largely in a 
miscellaneous kind of discussion, partly on 
what products could be interchanged and 
partly on steamboat communication.

The main object of the conference in the 
eyes of many has been how best to pull out 
subsidies for cable and steamship com­
munication. The conference recommended 
both schemes, and in both asked the Im­
perial Government for a grant of money.

The steamship promoter, Mr. Huddart, 
and the cable promoter, Mr. Fleming, were 
the only men connected with the confer­
ence who knew exactly what they wanted.

So the Jury Decide in the Van Zant Case 
at Mount Clemens—A Cana­

dian Victim.
MOUNT CLEMENS, Mich., July 9.—-Never 

in the history of this city hae there been 
such a deep feeling of indignation among 
our citizens as that aroused by the drown­
ing of Jessie Van Zant, who arrived from 
Rodney, Ont., five days before, last Monday 
evening. A postmortem examination was 
held by Dre. Croman and Wilson, who 
found evidence of such a damaging nature 
that W iliets, the young man who accom­
panied Miss Van Zant in the boat, was 
placed in jail to await the resuit of the in­
quest.

Three young men swore that they heard 
the girl pleading to be put ashore or taken 
home, and that Willetts replied that she 
must comply with his demands or swim.

The evidence of the physicians showed 
that an outrage had been committed, and 
the jury brought in a verdict in accordance 
with the above facts, and added: “That 
said Alfred Willets killed and murdered 
Jessie Van Zant.”

Public feeling is such that the Macomb 
county jail is the safest place for young 
Willets at present.

THEY WANT A PERCENTAGE.

The Board of Trade on the Street Rail­
way Agreement—The Cost of

Material.
A special meeting of the Board of Trade 

was held yesterday afternoon at 4 o’clock 
to consider electric street railway matters. 
Mr. John Bland, the president, was in the 
chair and there were also present Messws. 
L. H. Ingram, C. H. Elliott, George Burns, 
sen., George Burns, jun., C. S. Hyman, 
M.P., A. E. Pavey, J. W. Little, P. W. D. 
Broderick, W. Gunn, John Campbell, Moses 
Masuret, A. M. Smart, W. J. Reid, Ald. 
Coo, F. S. Jarvis, J. A. Kennedy, B. W. 
Greer, James Cowan, J. D. Saunby, J. D. 
Clarke and J. A. Nelles (secretary),

The vital part of the latest offer of the 
London Street Railway Company was read 
and discussed.

Mr. Masuret favored a percentage, if not 
now in the near future, and cheap fares as 
well. This franchise was a most valuable 
thing; the street railway company would 
practically own the streets. He would as 
soon see the Grand Trunk on Dundas street 
as the electric railway. He would like to 
see a percentage and six tickets for a quar­
ter in ordinary hours and eight tickets for 
the convenience of workingmen. The com­
pany, ho thought, should furnish the ma­
terial for the streets built upon.

Mr. Hyman said that while he would 
gladly welcome cheap fares, he considered 
that the company should pay a percentage 
for its privileges.

Mr. Ingram championed cheap fares and 
thought the company’s proposition a fair 
one. People using the cars would then 
reap the advantage, and cheap fares would 
benefit the city at large.

Messrs. Campbell and Reid spoke for a 
percentage basis.

A letter to the mayor from the city 
engineer was read allowing the cost to the 
city of furnishing material for the proposed 
extensions on the street railway as the 
new agreement specified. The extensions 
comprised 16,000 feet of single and 
16,000 feet of double track. Six inches 
of gravel would be required at a cost 
of $6,000. This would have to be renewed 
twice within the term of the franchise, 31 
years, at a cost of $12,000 more. In the 
event of pavement having to be laid on any 
portion of the existing lines, or proposed 
extensions the cost per mile would be: 
Asphalt, $30,000 for double track, and 
$15,000 tor single; brick, $20,000 for 
double, and $10.000 for single; cedar, 
$5,000 for double and $2,500 for 
single. Asphalt would last 25 years, brick 
15 years and cedar 8 years. Asphalt could 
be renewed at one-third the original outlay 
and brick at three-quarters. The cost of
