Lioh-Hunting by a Lady.

' In Pearson’s Weekly Mrs. Hinde tefis
how, during & year spent in Africa,
she greatly longed to see a wild lion,
and how at last, shortly before her
departure from  that , she saw
in B few weeks 30 or 40 of these sav-
age animals, and was successful in
killing one herself. She was with her
husband on the Athi River, The plains
were covered with short grass. At
haif-past five in the afternoon they
climbed into a tree, sent their men and
horses back to the camp, had an ex-
cellent dinner and them began their
respective watches, Mrs.. Hind says:

“As the night draws on the grasses
rustle beneath the stealthy footsteps
i of jackals, and suddenly one hears

the weird cry of a hyena, which is
i tekan up on all sides. Later come
the antelope and zebras, and the
rushing sound of a herd galloping
past, and last of all the grunt, ‘which
swells gradually to the heart-quaking
roar of the lion.

“A startled stillness follows, and
then nearer and nearer comes the
| grunfing, till the lion himself appears,
{ walking very slowly, amd stopping
every few yards to roar and roar.”

On this particular night the watch-
ers heard the lions cracking the bones
i of their prey in the patch of grass in
front. When the meal was over they
began to play, and the noises they
made suggested mammoth tom-cats.
Each repeated the call in turn, and
| the grass pustled and swayed as they
i leaiped about.
| “It was in the hush of early morn-
' ing,” says Mrs. Hinde, “just beffore
| the rising of the sun, and during my
! watch, that I thought I heard a seund
. in the neighborhood of the bait. Rais-
ing myself on one elbow, I saw a mag-
nificent lion standing over the dead
zebra, barely twelve feet away. He
picked up half the zebra in his mouth,
and carried it just as a cat does her
i Kittens, his feet apart and with a roll-

ing walk.

“As T woke by husband, the lion—
{ which was then about forty yards off
{ —charged straight toward him, and
{ with my 203 I hit him in the chest, as
| wwe afterward discovered, tearing his
' windpipe to pieces ‘and ‘hreaking his
i spine. He charged a second time, and
the next shot hit him through the
shoulder and entered his heart. As he
. dropped, one could not help feeling a
 pang of regret, he looked so spilendid.
| He gave about six sobbing sighs, and
| ceased to move.
! “We had nearly an hour to wait be-
|f0re our men and horses were to ar-
rive; so we breakfasted and as we
finished our meal we saw four lions
down by the river—a thuge male, a
lionless, and two big cubs. My hus-
bland took a shot—over me—and the
{ lion fell with a roar. He struggled
up again, and it 'was not wuntil the
third shot that he finally fell in the
river grass.

“At the third shot our men appeared,
and they went down to the river and
‘cut a path through the payrus along
which top drag the lion. He was a
grand, blakk-maned beast, well known
to the natives as a man-eater and a
cattle-thief. A deputation of thanks
was sent to my husband by Lenana,
the Mhasai chief.”
