Vancouver, May 23,.-— Fire cleaned 
out the town from the postoffice to the 
telegraph office, the two main blocks. 
Quarter-million loss.*

That was the laconic telegram re­
ceived from White Horse, the Yukon 
town at the head of navigation, telling 
of the settlement's baptism by fire this 
morning. The conflagration started in 
the early hours, and it has six hours 
before it was got under control. It had 
its origin in a small store on First 
avenue, between Elliott and Main 
streets, and was stopped just before 
the Government telegraph office was 
reached.

The large warehouse, owned by the 
White Pass and Yukon Company, on 
the eastern side of First avenue, next 
to the river, were saved. They caught 
several times from the intense heat, 
but the damage in that quarter was 
small. The depot was burned, but its 
contents were saved. So far as is 
known no lives were lost. Several 
people had narrow escapes, but none 
of the buildings were very high. The
