COMMUNICATIONS;

RETREATING RUSSIANS WITHIN IRON RING:
100,000 FALL IN WAR'S BLOODIEST BATTLE

Oyama’s Big Guns Now Thundering at Gates of Mukden
Japs Hemming in Russians On All Sides,

Reverse May Become a Sweep-
ing Disaster and End
the War.

Tokio, March 8. Advices received
here indicated that Gen. Kuropatkin
is badly beaten in the bloodiest battle
of the present war.

Tokio, March 9, 8 a.m.—It is official-
ly announced the Russians began re-
treating yesterday morning. The Ja-
panese armies are pursuing.

Tokio, March 9, 4 p.m. — The Jap-
arese have cut the railway north of
Mukden.

St. Petersburg, March 9. — The gen-
eral staff has received the following
dispatch from Gen.Sakharoff, Kuropat-
kin’s chief of staff, dated today:

“Several fierce attacks on our north-
front were made during the night.
They were all repulsed.

“In other directions the night was |
quiet,” |

Gen, Sakharoff's reference to the
Russian north front would seem to in-
dicate that a Japanese force is be-
tween Mukden and Tie Pass. Though
the Japanese may have cut the tele- |
graph lines along the railroad, it is |
possible that field telegraph lines |
have been run between Fu- l
shun, where Kuropatkin may ha\’v!
his headquarters, and Tie Pass, thus
accounting for the seeming conflict in !
the advices from Tokio and St. Peters- |
burg regarding the severance of the |
Russian line of communications.

Ratraating in Confusion.

With the Japanese Left Armies,
Wednesday, March 8. — Noon. — Via
Fusan, March 9.—The left armies have
cut and destroyed the railroad between |
Mukden and Tie Pass. Details are not
obtainable at present. The Russians are
in retreat over the northern roads.The
left column of the Japanese armies is
at Likampu, seven miles north of the
Hun River, and five miles west of the
railroad, and has had a fierce fight
with a Russian force thrice its num-
ber. The Russian casualties number |
ten thousand.

Tokio, March 9, 6 a.m, — The great
battle in Manchuria raged all day yes-
terday along the entire enormous front, :
The Japanese were generally victori-
ous, and they drove the Russians from :
a series of important positions. By !
nightfall it seemed imperative that |
Gen, Kuropatkin would have to with- |
draw his shattered forces and avoid a
complete disaster. Indeed, it appeared
impossible for him to effect a retreat
without heavy losses in prisoners, guns
ana stores, :

The continuous battle is already ‘the
bloodiest of the war. Upon the ground
that Gen. Oku alone gained are 8,000
Russian dead. The reports from the
other armies are expected to triple this
figure. It is estimated that the Japan-
ese have lost 50,000, making the joint
slaughter far exceed 100,000 men. De-
tails of the combat are lacking, but it
is believed that the Japanese have cut
the railway north of Mukden, leaving
only ‘the roadways and a light railway
from Fushun to Tie Pass as avenues
for the retreat of the Russians, but
army headguarters refrain from affirm-
ing or denying a report to that ef-
fect.

It is thought that Mukden is still in
the hands of the Russians, The details
of operations against Fushun are not
velL at hand, but it is understood, that
following the capture vf Machuntan.
the Japanese renewed the assault on
Tieta, and dislodged the Russians.

Various reports are in circulation
concerning prisoners of war, but it is
impossible to obtain reliable informa-
tion as to the number taken. Field
Marshal Oyama in an order, directing
the pursuit of the retreating Russians
yesterday, prohibited his troops from
entering Mukden in masses, in order
‘o respect the toinbs and sacred places
of the imperial Chinese household, and
to protect the welfare of the inhabit-
ants,

were quickly telegraphed to many
Liberals from friends abroad. The re-
port probably will not be printed in
this morning’s papers, the Govern-
ment, true to its policy of breaking
bad news gently, only preparing the
way by authorizing the publication of
a number of premonitory telegrams.
The news, however, is only what was
expected, ultimate retirement having
i been discounted from the moment that
Oyama inaugurated his brilliant move
westward. From information in the
bossession of the Association Press it
is known that General Kuropatkin
contemplated retirement before the be.
ginning of the battle, and that he had
hoped to accomplish it without a seri-
ous combat. The Japanese, however,
forced him to accept battle. The
double turning movement compelled
him to send the major part of his
reserves to the fighting line, and ren-
dered an effective counter stroke out
of the question, and the decision to
retire was immediately taken on
March 6, as was stated by the As-
sociated Press on that day. With-
drawal was actuallv begun during that
night. The great question now, and
the one over which the general staff
burned its lights late into the night,
is whether Field Marshal Oyama has
entangled the Russians in his strategic

retreat to Tie Pass. General Rennen-
kampff's force ta the eastward ad-
mittedly is in great danger of being
cut off, and considerable force of
Japanese appear to be operating on
the Russian right well toward. Tie
Pass. If the Japanese succeed in
reaching the railroad and interrupting
traffic, if only for a few hours, it may
have the greatest consequences for
General Kuropatkin, who is now en-
gaged in a literal race with the Japan-
ese to reach a naturally defensible
pesition 40 miles northward. Thus far
i he has stood off all attacks directly
i against the flanks of his army, and
holds the way of retreat open. He
undoubtedly was forced to abandon a
number of siege guns on his Shakhe
position; but if he succeeds in turn-
(ing over the army intact, with the
principal portion of its artillery train
to his successor, the Russian case will
i'be by no means desperate, for Oyama
will again have missed his quarry, and
fa comparatively barren victory will
have been purchased at enormous cost
of life. All reports indicate that the
 Japanese were utterly reckless of sac-
rifices, making attack after attack,
especially on the center and westward,
against machine guns and infantry fire
which literally mowed down the ad-
vancing columns, making human fiesh
so cheap that the survivors could
bastien themselves behind piles of
corpses.
