From Toronto for the Power

There was a very small market this 
morning, and prices were inclined to be 
paster than la the last few days. The 
supply of hay offered was small compared 
to what It has been lately. The lowest 
price offered today was $11, while a good 
part went as high as $12. New hay re­
mained a $8. This will be practically 
the last week for old hay. and those who 
prefer ft to the new should see to it that 
they lay in their supply at once, as for 
the remainder of the season, it is more 
than probable that the demand will con­
siderably exceed the supply.

Oats were inclined to be somewhat 
firmer today, but the supply was small 
The lowest price offered was $1.61. While 
many of the good loads brought $1.64.

A small supply of strawberries was 
offered for sale, but the market for them 
was anything but brisk. The most of 
them holesaled for 7c and retailed at 
Sc.

The high prices asked for these ber­
ries had spoiled the market to a very 
considerable extent. Yesterday the 
prices were so high that many of the 
sellers had a large supply left on hand 
and late in the afternoon these were 
selling for 6c and 6%c for fine quality.
