September may be the end of the 

season, from one point of view, but 
to the gardener it is really the be­
ginning of the new garden-year.
“This is the month of spring hopes 

in the gardener’s dreamland," says 
the author of "The Seasons in a 
Flower Garden," "the time to plan for 
the next far-away birth-time of 
flowers."

If you are enlarging your garden, 
and are going to have new beds of

young plants. Scatter it around each 
plant, but do not let it touch the 
roots.

When the bed is ready, plant.the 
young hollyhocks that have sprung 
up all around the large hollyhocks. 
You can move young foxgloves, sweet 
Williams, delphiniums and pinks, and 
the earlier you do it the better, as 
they will establish root growth by 
frost so that they will not be harmed.

Save your 
finest blossoms of annual (zinnias, 
marigolds, and so on), by tying a hit 
of ribbon around their stems while 
they are blooming. Then when they 
have dried, removed the seed and 
keep it to plant another spring.

Many of the earliest spring bloom- 
ers should have their seed planted 
now in the open ground; otherwise 
they do not get the early start they 
need. Poppies, annual larkspur, 
bluets, and forget-me-nots, may all 
be sown early in September. By Sep- 
tember 15 plant the bulbs of snow­
drops, crocuses, narcissus, daffodils, 
and jonquils. The tulips and hya­
cinths do not go in until October. Set' 
each bulb in a handful of sand.
