THE PANORAMA OF BASEBALL

A Pictorial Histery of the Growth of the Game.

SWAGGER BALL PARKS OF
THE FIFTIES.

Outside the description of the Gar-
den of Eden, nothing was to com-
pare with tpe Elysian Fields of Ho-

boken, N. J., the scene of the first
real baseball games. The few old-
timers “wvho remember the Knicker-
bockers will recall when twenty-one
runs fonstituted a game; whether
they were made in three, four or nine
innings didn’t matter. They used to
g0 to the Elysjan Flelds, with its un-
dulating greens to see the Washing-
tons of Yorkville, fresh from their
own camping ground near the old
Red House, ;

There was also the Fashion Race
Course on Long Island, where, in
1868, the “exorbitant admission of
50 cents” was charged, and where
there assembled “nearly 2,000 people

to watch picked players from ‘the
New York and Brooklyn clubs.” 'It
was a healthy venture for the Flush-
ing Railroad, and it helped to adver-
tise baseball considerably.

As a general rule, baseball grounds
were free in those days; they were
not even inclosed, for the records in
different localities are careful to note
when inclosures marked the fleld.
Taking example by the Long Island
charge, which did not seem to hurt
the attendance, the Union grounds
and the Capitoline grounds, both in
Brooklyn, began charging the nominal
entrance fee of 10 cents, which at
first went to the owner of the lots for
their upkeep, but which afterward
was shared by the visiting clubs.
Thus professionalism took a forward
step in May, 1862.

The Murray Hill grounds in New
York, north of Thirty-fourth street
and Fourth avenue, was the meeting

place for the boys of the 40's, who
were busy with ona-two-and-three-
old-cat. They had been driven from
a field, where now Madison Garden
is located, by the oncoming of rail-
road interests, but they were happy
in their new location and their game.
