NO OUTLAWS I'OR FORT ERIE.
Secretary . W. Oviatt, of the new Fort

“We have noticed some comments in the
newspapers in reference to the Fort Erie
Jockey club, which gives to the public 2
wrong idea of the purposes of the new
organization, and we want to correct the
erroneous impression now abroad, that we
propose to run an ‘outlawed’ track, and to |
place the matter fully before you as to the |
true intentions and purposes:—Buffale has {
a track that is built upon property that |
has become very valuable, and soon must

give way for residential purposes. The
projectors of the Pfort Erie Jockey eclub

studied the matter of loeation
track, and found that there was not any
property within elght or ten miles of
Duffalo that could be had for a price that
we could afford to build a track on. We
found we could get property in Canada
within three miles of the business centre
of Buffalo, at a very reasonable figure, and
that the facilities for reaching the pro-
perty were equally as good as on the
Buftalo side, so we decided to locate here.
The club has adepted the racing rules of |
the Eastern Association Jockey Clubs, and |
what is considered a violation of standard
racing rules, under their rules, will be so
considered by us. We wiil hold meetings
of not more than 30 days—probably only
15 days—in the spring and fall, and will
have as well managed a track as there is |
in the United States or Canada. The |
