great deal to say on the matter, and on 
the advice of the Governor’s secretary the 
guard telephoned the facts to the gaol, 
and another guard with an express wagon 
and handcuffs soon answered. The Chi­
nese who had struck work were provided 
with steel bracelets and the one who still 
pretended to be seriously hurt was dumped 
mto the wagon, and all were taken to the 
gaol, where they are no doubt regretting 
on short diet their bad behaviour. The 
prisoner who created the disturbance will 
no doubt receive due punishment.
