Yacht *Scud” Capsizes in the Straits
—Juniors Beat the :
Flagship.

. Yesterday’s yacht race did not prove to
be the sucoess that yachtsmen anticipated,
because of the strong winds and rough seas
that were encountered a short distance out.
The yachts Victoria, Petrel, Mona and Soud
ventured out a little way beyond the San
Pedro, when it was readily seen that the
trip would not be one of smooth sailing and
comfort. The boats are seaworthy enough
and can safely ride the waves, but there
was a choppy, disagreeable sea to be encoun-
tered in the run to Albert Head, and it was
deemed the best plan to turn about and
postpone the event.

However, an accident hsppened which
might have been attended with serious re-
sults, possibly, had not succor been at hand.
The yacht Scud was the last to start in the
race, and, true to her name, the trim little
boat soudded along before the breeze in fine
shape until she struck the rongh water, into
which she buried her bows and at times was
almoss covered by the foaming breakers. In
the boat were James Watson, George
Askew, Walter Askew and Dan Sullivan,
none of whom relished a thorough
drenching from the start of a cruise: cover-
ing a number of miles, so, after getting past
the San Pedro, they decided to turn back,
:ind proceeded to put the idea into execu-

on.

The turn was being successfully ‘made,
when, suddenly, and with no warning, the
yacht turned over, and the men found
themselves thrown into the water. - All are
good swimmers, and easily regained the up-
turned boat, to the keel of which they
clung, confident that help would soon ar-
rive. No signals were necessary to apprise
any one of their predicament, as not s few
persons on the mainland saw the yacht cap-
€ize with a suddenness that was startling.

The pilot boat Helen was ontward bound,
and the tug Sudie was not far away from
the San Pedro when the drifting yacht was
sighted, acd boats from both vessels im-
mediately put out and hauled the benumbed
men aboard. 'The Scud was towed to the
outer wharf, and her former occupants were
taken to a place where they could dry out.

The news of the capsize spread through
the city quite rapidly, especially as the first
report. was to the effect that all were
drowned. Secretary Elworthy, of the Board
of Trade, saw the boat go over, and having
unlimited confidence in his eyesight, de-
clared that all the men must be drowned,
s he saw no one picked up by the boats
that went to the rescue.

thorough soaking in the chilling waters,
much apprehension was felt,

THE BICYCLE IN 19983.

How the Wheel May Look One Hundred
Years From Now.

The bicycle of 1998 will be built on very
much the same lines as the safety of 1808—
{. e., with two small wheels very nearly of a
size. This was the plan of the first machine
built in 1817, and now after a lapse of 768
years we have come back to the original
design. A machine on this plan can be
! built stronger and lighter than onany other
model. With the weight between two
wheels thereis less vibration than when it
is over either one of them, asin passing
over an obstruction the weight is lifted onl_y
half the distance in the former case that it
is in the latter.

Then by the nse of some alloy of greater
tensile strength, weight for weight, than
steel, and by filling the tires and the tubes
in the framing with hydrogen instead of
| air, the weight of a road machine will. be

reduced to 10 pounds or less, while racing
machines will' not weigh half that much.
The machine will also be made so that it
can be folded up and carried about or stowed
away in some corner. By improvements in
the construction of the bearings of moving
parts friction will be almost wholly elimi-
nated, and the method of applying power
will be so perfected that there 1 be ab-
solutely no such thing as lost power.

The roads will be prepared especially for
bicycles, the grades being very slight and
in fact only sufficient to frovide proper
drainage. The surface will be hard and
smooth, the outer edge of all curves being
raised ason arace track. The roads will
be kept clean, as by that time the horse
will 'be found only in zoological gardens.
The improvement in the rider will be equal-
ly marked. From the continued and in-
creasing use of the wheel a race of people
will be evolved that will take to cycling as
readily as a foreign immigrant does to poli-
tics. Taking all these things into consid-
eration, we may expect an average speed of
80 miles an hour on the road and 60 miles
an hour on the track. The use of the ma-
chine will be universal. Children will be
‘taught to ride as they are now taught to
walk. The suburbs of our great cities will
extend from 60 to 100 miles in every direc-
tion. All patentswill haveexpired and such
large guantities of bicycles will be manu-
factured that the cost will be nominal and
within the reach of all. There will be no
more crowded tenement houses. The arti
san, who will work only four hours a day,
will live with his family in a cozy little
home in the subyrbs where he can see the
sun shine and breathe the fresh air. The
use of the wheel will have so improved the
stamina and physique of the race that the
only causes of death will be old age and

Railroads will be used for the transporta-
tion of freight only. Every individual will
own a bicycle. Those intended for Iong dis-
tance travel will be run by small but pow:
erful storage batteries, which may be
charged at automatic electric statipns by
connecting the battery to a d. 0 and
dropping a coin of small value in a slot.
With machines of this character it will be
possible to attain aspeed of 150 miles an

our, and to overcome the wind pressure
they will be fitted with wedge shaped wind
shields made of some tough yet transparent
substance. The bicycle will not be used in
war for the simple reason that as dyspep-
sia will be unknown everybody will feel so
well and be so good humored and disin-
clined to quarrel that there will be no one
to go to war.
