Colonel I. N. Peyton, George M. Forster,
‘Colonel Willlam M. Ridpath, W. J. Harris,
Colonel W. W.D. Turner and L. F.

Williams have returned from a. vigit to the
Le Roi mine, in the Trafl creek distriot.
¢ This,” said Colonel Peyton, business man-
ager for the company, * was the first official
visit of the trustees to the mine. All were
pleased with the improvements and de-
velopment and abundantly satisfied with the
present condition of the property.” The
Le Roi is prodacing and shipping an aver-
age of 30 tons of ore a day. The main shaft
is down 355 feet and the company is push-
ing the work on tha 300 and 350 foot levels,
with a force of 50 men. The ore from the
Le Roi at present comes down over the
Spokane Falls & Northern railroad and goes
to the United Stelting and Refining Com-
pany’s works at Helena, netting » satis-
factory profit.
