Although the extraordinary enthus-
iasm with which the cold and unenthus-
iastic Norwegians everywhere received
Nansen on his return home may be
attributed largely to national pride in
the success of a most difficult under-
taking, it was obvious to all who wit-
nessed this reception —a memorable
sight, indeed—that it was stimulated to
a high degree by the personality and the
record of & pan wh_o_may get down as
nne of the most striking men of the day.
Nansen is a hero in Norway, and that
simply because he isa hero, or because
at any rate in his charater and achieve-
ments he approaches closer to the popu-
lar interpretation of .that title than any
man that one knows of.

While the rock
is: being further crushed by the lower
oscillators, thereis another grizzly which
takes ;Il m m%huml is not t(;o.lugo;go
‘pass through ‘his large rock is again
tréated by the lTower oscillators, so thas
it is impossible for uncrushed rock to
pass-through the machine, The lower
oscillators have exactly the same move-
ment as the upper ones, with the addi-
tion of one-third more travel to each.

The crusher cannot
be over-fed, because the lower oscillators
will handle more material than the
