T COMMISSION PLAN

Canadian Ministers at Washington
Thought It the Best Avenue
to Reeiproeity,

Without Other Agreement Present
Sealing Regulations Will
Continue in Force.

W asEINGTON, Nov, 17.—S8ome interest
natarally attaches to the conditions that
will govern the. seal hunters in the

future, supposing that no arrangement

: Great Britain for fature measures

of protection. In the absence of an orfi-
cial statement on the subject an answer
appears to be afforded by the language
of the award made by the Paris arbitra-
tion. It is provided in the award as
follows:

‘‘The concurrent regulations hereby
determined with a view to the protection
and preservation of the fur seals shall
remain in force until they have been in
whole or in part abolished or modified
by common agreement between the gov-
ernments of the United States and of,
Great Britain. The said concurrent
regulations shall be submitted every five
years to a new examination, so as to
enable both interested governments to
consider whether in the light of past ex-
perience there is occasion for any modi-
fication thereof,”

This first term of five years expires
about the time the seal season closes
next year, and it is a fair assumption
from the languageof the award that,
fuiling an agreement on further regula-
tions, those now in force will continue to
run.

Following the agreement of the ex-
perts, the diplomats assembled at Gen-
eral Foster’s house yesterday afternoon
to discues the larger question of putting
an end to pelagic sealing and of settling
other border controversies. Owing tothe
iliness of Bir Julian Pauncefote, the
British government was represented by
the first secretary of the British embas-
8y, Mr. Adam. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
Sir Louis Davies were present on behalf
of Canada.

General Foster’s powers had been
materially enlarged since the coming of
the Canadian officials, for as a result of
a long and friendly talk between Sir
Wilfrid and Secretary Sherman, the lat-

‘called to theatvention of Mr. Sher-
man, and with the co-operation of the
British government to ‘conelude treaties
covering these subj-cts. This gave the
meeting & broad siznificance. It
at 4 p. m., and lasted until 7. The en-
tire range of border affairs was diecussed.

Primarily the purpose of the meeting
was to secure an agreement on Behring
sea.  TheOanadians made it clear, how-
‘ever, that they wished any plan of settle-
ment to take a broader scope than the
one subject of Behring sea and to em-
brace the many sources of friction along
the border. The plan of an interna-

2 | tional commission was discussed at great

length. The Oanadians felt that the
commission afforded the best means of
reconciling all differences, and of open-
ing the way to reciprocity.

The -discussion was most friendly
throughout and no sharp differences
were allowed to crop out. It was felt,
however, that the plan of a commission
was too large a question for immediate
determination. A final understanding
was reached therefore that the Canadian
propositions should be reduced to writ-
Ing, as & ‘basis for further negotiatione.
This closed the conference and the offi-
cials said their farewells, expressing
satisfaction at the cordial feeling which
had characterized the meetings of the
last ten days.

The ‘Canadian ministers have taken
the Ameriesan proposition Wnder advise-
ment and given assurances that it will
be submitted to the privy council of Can-
ada and a definite answer given.
