ANXIEY A_B_U_ll'l‘ DEWEY

The Venturesome Commodore’s
Fleet Perhaps Bottled Up in
Harbor of Manila.

Five Days Without News Makes
Washington Think-Hurr)ing
Hawaiian Annexation

Spanish Fleet for Philippine Re-
lief Afterwards to Bombard
¢ San Francisco.

‘Washington, May. 5.—Although natur-
ally anxious to hear from Commodore
Dewey, the President and mémbers of
the cabinet are not at all alarmed at the
non-arrival of news of the Manila fleet.
It is pointed out that the cable office is
about 100 miles or more distant from the
city and the conneéting land line is in
the hands of the Spanish, who, it is as-
sumed, cannot be dislodged by the com-
modore with the force now at his dis-
posal. The commodore it is said may
have been compelled to send a slow ves-
sel out, or he may be waiting to send
news of the surrender of the island. In
any event, the contingencies are such
that no definite time can be fixed for
the arrival of the report.

Nor are the President and his adviders
disturbed at the situation of the Ore-
gon and the Marietta. They have no
fear that the Cape Verde fleet is en
route to intercept them as such a move
would be the height of folly. In case
of an attack it is confidently believed
that the Oregon would sink at least one
or two of the assailants, so that if the
enemy were to succeed in defeat-
ing her he would have suf-
fered an equdl or greater loss him-
self. This exchange the Spaniards are
in no position to make. - Although the
government has had no official news of
the whereabouts of the Cape Verde
fleet, no doubt exists it has returned te-]
Cadiz as reported by the Lloyds. Where-
ever it is, the government has no rea-
son to hope that it will venture into
these waters. .

HAWAIIAN ISLANDS.

PORTO RICO IN DANGER.

Madrid, May 5.—Considerable anxiety
is expressed here as to the fate of Porto
Rico. It is feared that Admiral Samp-
son’s squadron has gone to seize San
Juan, the capital of that colony, and
the Spanish coal supply at that port.

Madrid, May 5.—At a cdbinet eouncil
to-day over which the Queen Regent
presided the Premier, Senor Sagasta, ex-
plained the ‘war situation and reported
the arrival at Porto Rico of thé steamer
Alfonso XIIIL, having on board, it is
said, reinforcements of troops and a very
valnable cargo including ammunition and
supplies, > -

The Premier also announced the open-
ing of the Cuban parliament and the
Queen Regent signed ‘the resources bill.
The cabinet afterwards held another
meeting and deliberated upon the finan-
cial situation and measures taken and
contemplated to preserve public order in
the localities where disturbances have
occurred. .

THE INSURGENT ALLIES.

Washington, May 5.—The senate pass-
ed an important measure authorizing the
President and general officers of the
army to supply the Cuban insurgents
with arms and munitions of war and em-
powering officers of the army serving in
Cuba to supply needy inhabitants of the
island with medicines and subsistence.

Rumors having been afloat that the
British embassy had been advised of the
fall of Manila just before the cable com-
munication broke, Sir Julian Pauncefpte
declares that he has had no such infor-
mation.

There is no idea ®f surrender in Ma-
drid either in ministerial cireles or
among the populace. ., On the contrary,
the war will be pushed with greater
vigor.

Blockading Squadron Take
French Mail Steamer With
Permit for Hawaii.

Despite Explanations and Remon-
strances the Ship is Towed
to Key West.

But Somebody Blundered and the
‘* Lafayette”” Will Be Es-
corted to Hawana.

Key West, May 6.—(& pa.)—€Cemmeo-
dore Watson this afternoom received or-
ders from Washington, instantly to re-
lease the French Mail steamer. Lafay-
ette and to send her to Havana under
escort. The capture of the Frenchman
by the gunboat Annapolis turns out to
have been an unfortunate incident we-
sulting from mistake, but uo pretest has
been made to the representatives of the
French government in the Untied States.
Officials declare that this vill close the
affair. It appears that befere the La-
fayette sailed for Havana the French le-
gation in Washjngton was iastrueted to
communicate with the state department.
This was.done dnd-permission granted
to the steamer to.enter und discharge
her passengers and cargo, with the un-
derstanding that she would take om
nothing there. Instructions for the ful-
fillment of this agreement were sent
from Washington to Admiral Sampson's
squadron and it was only learned to-
day, after the capture was made, that
they were never delivered. This after-
noon United States Commissionen Otty,
United States District Attorney Strip-
ling, and a number of other federul oifi-
cigls went out to the Lafayetce, exam-
ined her papers and cabled the state de-
irtment for instructions. These came
without delay in the form of an order
Commodore Watson.

The capture was affected shortly be-
fore sundown, the story being thus told:
“I'he Lafayette, while heading for Hav
ana, was boarded by an efficer from
the Annapolis and warned not to en-
ter the port. She afterwards made an
attempt to do so, and was takeu after
an exciting .chase. The Wilmingtos,
Newport and Merrill took part in the
capture of the Frenchman. After an
examination of the Lafayette’s papers
she was made a prize and a crew from
the Annapolis was placed ahoard and she
was sent to Key West, escorted by the
3 ngton.
