George Jeffs of This City
Charged With Manslaughter
as a Result.

Young Lawyer Died From Ef.
fects of Fractured Skull

Reid, told him to stop knocking, and
Anderson replied that he wanted to get
in to the bar—he wanted to get a drink
lof lemounade. The clerk told him he
licould not get a drink and tried to get
"him to go! Anderson then went out to
the street and began knocking at the
front door of the bar. The clerk told
him to go home, and Anderson—as tie
clerk puts it—“began to talk fight.”
Jeffs came outside when Anderson
was talking to the clerk, and said,
“Treat that man as a friend of mine.”
Jeffs then took hold of him and tried to
take him home. Anderson jerked him-
self loose and struck at Jeffs, -or, as one
witness said, “he made a pass at him ”
{ The next thing the bystanders knew,

but they did know how he had fallen.
'Anderson got up and stood in a fighting
attitude. He held out his fists towards
Jeffs. Jeffs then swung his arm around
and caught Anderson on the jaw, An-
derson fell, striking his head on the
cement pavement. The night clerk of
the Victoria says Jeffs did not strike
{Anderson with" his fist, but with his
arm.

Anderson became unconscious waen he
| struck the pavéimuent, and Jeffs, Emmett
{Carrol and R. Daykin ecarcied him- to
‘the wash room. As they did so Jeffs is
reported to have said: “I didn’t mean to
hit him so hard, but I had to do it.”’
‘Phere was mo blood or wounds noticed
by the night clerk and those who car-
ried him f{nto the hotel. ‘Anderson re-
wvived soon and was taken -into the of-
ifice, and the clerk -telephoned for a
hack. Anderson would not wait until
it arrived, and left the hotel, Jeffs had
gone some time before. The clerk
‘watched Anderson from the door and
saw him to Johnson street,
{stood as though uncertain which way to
'wo. He turned down Johnson street.
‘but came up the opposite si;!e of ?be
‘road, and the clerk saw him passing
‘Levy’s restaurant. About 3:30 a m.
iConstable J. Woods saw him leaning
over the end of James Bay bridge near-
est to the city and took him to his
home on'Superior street. The consta-
ble left him at the gate, and Amderson
opened it, wemt in as though to enter
the house—but it was afterwards learn-
ed he fell in an unconscious state at the
rear door.

Jeffs remained in the city, for he was
seen during the-early part of Sunday
morning in another saloon, and it is re-
ported that while there he said to some
bystanders that ‘“he had put one out to-
night.” This, however, is not confirmed.
On Sunday afternoon he prepared to
Jeave for San Francisco, his intention
having been to make the trip before the
tragedy took place, and on Sunday even-
ing he took passage on the direct steam-
er. It is said that he was<informed
about two or. three hours before the
steamer sailed that ‘Anderson was dead.

The ‘Chief Justice presided in Cham-
bers yesterduy morning, the most in-
teresting - application being in the case
of the Victoria-Yukon Trading Com-
pany, Limited vs. the British Yukomw
igaliway Company, one of the suits mow
pending for recovery of alleged illezal
tolls. . The defendant applied for an or-
der for security for the costs of the we-
tion under section 114 of the Companies
lAet, which provides that if there is rea-
son to believe that if the defendant is
successful in his defence, the assets of
the plaintiff company will be insufficient
to pay the costs, the court may require
suflicient security ‘to be furnished. It
appeared’ from affidavits filed by the
defendant that a large judgment had
recently been recovered against the
plaintiff company and that a writ of
execution had been placed in the hands
of the sheriff, who was doubtful as to
ithe chances of realizing anything. The
iChief Justice therefore granted the ap-
plication and ordered that the plaintifi's
furnish $350 security within two weeks,
in the meantime ali proceedings to be
stayed and costs to the defendant in
any event. It appeared on affidavit that
‘the probable costs down to and inelud-
ing trial would exceed $1,500, and con-
sequently leave was granted to make a
subsequent application for further se-
curity. €. M (’Brian, for the appli-
cants, and Frank Higgins, contra.

London, March 16.—Lord Lister has
commuricated to the Royal  Society 2
paper by Dr. Xllan MacFadyn, direetor
of the Jenner lustitute of Preveutive
Medicine, setting forth an efficient pro-
phylactic and curative treatment for

typhoid “ever.

‘Dr. MacFadyn foynd that by crush-
ing the mierescopic cells of typhoid baeil-
lus in liguid air, intercellular juieces
could be obtained apart from their liv-
ing organism and that these juices were
highly toxic. By injecting them im
small, repeated doses into a living amni-
mal its blood serum is rendered power-
fully antitoxic—that is to sav. it be-
wcomes an antidote alike to living ty-
phuid bacteria and to the poison that
may be extracted therefrom. Dr. Mae-
Fadyi# explains the applieation of the
serum i» animals and” details his vari-
ous exper‘ments, which showed that the
serum was enrative of typhoid as well
as protective against infection.
