SPECTACULAR FIRE
AT WORLD’S FAIR

Missourl State Buillding Is De-
stroyed Last Night With
Heavy Losses.

St. Louis, Nov. 19.—The Missouri
State building at the World's Fair was
destroyed by fire tenight, resulting from
an explosion of a hot water heater in the
basement. The principal loss is on the
contents of the building. The building
cost $140,000, and in it were $75,000
worth of furnishings, the most valuable
of which were portraits of all the for-
mer Missouri governors and supreme
judges. These cannot be replaced. The
fire was most spectacular. Sheets f
flames spurted from the cupola, mak-
ing ‘a far greater brilliancy than the
illumination of all the buildings. A
wind was blowing from the south and
the flames shot down the nofthern side
of the cupola and met a sheet of flame
which enveloped the northern wing. In-
stantly the building was aflame from
top to bottem.

While respondixg to the alarm of fire,
Captain Edward O’Neill of the World's
Fair truck No. 4 was seriously hurt,
George Ganbenbach was ' killed and
Jeremish Fagin of the same company
was probably fatally injured by the
truck upsetting.

After the flames were under econtrol
and had been sufficiently extinguished
to permit the fire
ing the south ‘wall fell without warning
and buried two men. ;

Several streams of water -were iu-
stantly . directed upon the debris cov-
ering them and they were rescuned b
fore the fire spread to where they were
entombed. They were badly bruised,
and it is thought onme of them, Lloyd
Randolph, ' is- fatally injured.

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RUSSIANS ATTACK

Four Companies Assauit Japan-
ese Pasttion and Are Driven
Beck.

The Japanese advauced without
and rushed the grove with hurrahs, but
in the face of the firing from the Rus-
sian trenches, they turned and fled, Af-
ter 'some time the Japanese repeated
the attack, but were again repu'sed,
After the second attack the Japanese,
breaking up into small groups retired;
followed by a well-aimed fire, which con-
tinued until dawn. |

Near the trenches eighty Japanese
corpses were found, and further along
in the valley were visible ' Japanese

was convoyed by two cruisers, but lost
them on the first night during a fog.
The weather cleared on the second
night, and shortly after 8 o’¢lock four
vessels were hted, steaming rapidly:
An order ‘was given to man the guns,
and the Kamchatka fired blank shots us
4 warning to the vessels to change their
course. They continued to approac >
however, whereupon the Kamehatka
commenced a furious cannonade. Two
torpedo boats crosesd the firing line.
This occurred off Blaavands Huk, Den-
mark, about 120 miles from the coast.

Under the searchlight Kooy, in his
letter says, he clearly saw, two torpedo
boats, and he is certain they were. not
Russian vessels. One of. the torpedo
boats, he avers, launched a torpedo, but
the Kamchatka changed her position
and no damage was done. The torpedo
boat then slackened speed, and Kooy
thinks she was damaged by  the fire
from the Kamchatka. It is stated, he
says, that the second torpedo boat also
launched a torpedo, but that he did not
see this. The other two torpedo boats
disappeared, - and he believes they  at-
tacked Vice "Admiral Rojestvensky’s
fleet. The Kamchatka sent a wireless
warning to Rojestvenské. The writer
says-that every one in Cronstadt knew
when and where the Japanese purchas-
ed the torpedo boats.

MAKING ARTIFICIAL RUBIES. g

Few problems have had greater inter-
est for the chemist than the artificiak
preparation of diamonds and other pre-
cilous stones, though their efforts have
not been marked with conspicuous suc-
cess, despite the invention of the electric-
furnace and other means of producing
high temperatures. A recent process is:
the making of artificial rubies, and has-
been dxscowm-e«_i by a German chemist:
named Varneuil. Tt consists of fusing
a mixture of eclay and chromium oxide
with the heat of an oxhydrogen burner
and then allowing the mass to cool sud-
denly, ‘thus producing erystals. The two
materials ‘are placed in alternate hori:
zcntal layers, and the heat, which is as
intense as possible, is applied from
ebove. The quick cooling caused by
suddenly shutting off the blast produces:
the hardness characteristic of the ruby,
and the resulting crystal, which is pure
and brilliant, is said to possess al the-
g&ysictl properties of the natural gem,
yeing cut readily and taking a fing: pok=

ish.—Harper’s Weekly.
