B. C. Wire & Nall Company vs. The 
Ottawa Fire Insurance Company—(Be­
fore Hunter C. J., Irving and Duff, 
JJ.)—In an action to recover certain 
moneys from insurance companies, 
plaintiffs took out a summons for di­
rections, including delivery of plead­
ings, production arid examination of 
parties. Morrison, J„ dismissed the 
application on the ground that he had 
no jurisdiction to entertain it, because 
pleadings were not mentioned in Order 
30 of the new Rules of Court.

Plaintiffs appealed, and the appeal 
came on today before a special sittings 
of the full court, constituted as above. 
The grounds of appeal were that Or­
ders 20 and 30 should be read together, 
and that they clearly empowered the 
court to order delivery of pleadings: 
otherwise, after the writ was Issued, 
there would be no way of bringing 
the action to trial.

Mr. Robertson, for respondents, 
pointed out that in England the rule 
had been expressly amended so as to 
include pleadings.

The court held that there was no
