The reductions
in this instance meant much to the
people of British Columbia. N
Under the bill offered for 'second
reading, it was intended .to reduce
both real: and personal property
property taxes from three-fifths to
one-half of one per cent,, it being also
intended so. far as personality was af-
feoted, to increase the exemption on
farm properties from. $500.. to $1,000.
- This meant that the ordinary farmer,
the small farmer at. least, would be
required to pay nothing—or next to
nothing — toward the upkeep of the
country.. The entire produce of. the
farm was at present exempt from tax-
ation; so were the book depts of the
farmer, and his money in bank, With-
in the Dominfon ratiway belt, the
homesteader was entitled to total ex-
emption from - taxation for  his :first
two years. All pre-emptors taking up
provincial lands were similarly ex-
empt . for the first two years. And
both homesteader and pre-emptor
were further exempt after the first
two yeéars and for a further period of
four years, up to the amount of $500.
It was seldom that homesteader or
pre-emptor a.pi)lied for  his Crown
grants within six years, so that those
who took up homesteads on Dominion
lands or pre-emptions on Provincial,
were relieved of practically all taxa-

Japanese, and 3,000 Hindus, or 19,000
in all.  Of thesé, probably forty per
cent ‘would be exeript ¥rom-taxation—
women and children, minors—which
would reduce the taxable Asiatic
pqpulation to about 11,400. From this
total it would ‘be necessary to deduct
say fifteen per cent for those who
could not be got at, leaving 9,690 to
contribute at the $3 per capita. There
wasg also the collection cost to be con-
sidered, which could not be set down
at less thdn ten per cént, which would
leave the net proceeds of the taxation
suggested. . $26,163—not ‘sufficient +to
justify the attempt to collect it. He
