Rev. John Langtry introduced the subject
of prayers for the Governor-General (referved
to by the Bishov yesterday), and after an
amusing and. short discussion, the Bishop
ruled the subject out of order,

The Synod then began the discussion of the
report of the Clergy Commutation Trust Fuud
Committee for the year ending April 30, 1888,
The committee proposed several a.ltern.honn in
the mode of paying the clergymen. The mem-
bers of the committee said that
if - their' recommendations were agreed
to, the result would be to secure
n more equitable scale of salary for all mm-
isters, The greatest difference of opinion pre-
vailed on the subject, and an amepdment was
offered to send the report back to the commit-
tee for reconsideration. This was defeated by
a large majority. Then amendments were
offered on several of the details, and the dis-
cussion of these was carried on wich great
vigor till nearly 1 o’clock, when three amend-
ments were defeated by 100 to 47.

At the afternoon session consideration of
the report was resumed, and again the ques-
tion whether the committee’s scheme was fair
and equitable was discussed with unabated
vigor.  Rev. John Langtry said it seemed to
him that the committee wished to erind the
ministers down to the lowest. possible pitch.
Mr. J. A. Warrell, on behalf of the commit-
tee, protested againsé such an insinuation.
All they, as a representative body, desired
was to frame a scheme ;ll‘ut to all and injurn-
ous to none. Denison hoped they
would try to formuln.w a plan before next
Synod meeting, by which they would be saved
this constant wrangling over filthy lucre. His
suggestion was that all their financial schemes
be amalgamated and carried on by some of
their best business members and so save all
this waste of time.

At 4 o'clock the discussion was adjourned
till this morning at 10 ¢’clock.

The Case of Real Estate Rroker Janes” Be-
fore the Master-in-Ordinary.

The Master-in-Ordinary yesterday post-
poned further evidence in the Homé Savings
and Loan Company’s case until the Stayner
case is resumed. It comes within the same
category.

The case of Slmeon H. Janes, real uhtc
broker, was then considered. ' This claimant
for relief from double liability was examined
and cross-examined at great length. On Sept.
7, 18883, he paid up $1000 for stock, which on
Oct. 8 he transferred to J. Turnbull in trust.
On Nov. 10, 1886, returned these 10 shares to
Janes and 170 other shares. . Jan. 13, 1887, J.
J. Baines transferred 10 more shares to" him,
and on Feb. 22 the same number of shares was
transferred to him by Joseph Simpson. Nov.
15, 1887, Janes transferred 63 shares to J. K.
Kurr, the acceptance of which dot—u not appear
in the bank books. In last'year’s official list
Janes is down for 200 shares, He had made a
claim to rank as a creditor of the Central
Bank. At the request of Cashier Allen he at-
tended a meating of shareholders of the bank.
The directors were seeking advice ' from
prominent shareholders. Mr. Janes advised
that the bank - go ' into liquidation ;
s0 did Messrs. Gzowski and Simpson. In
cross-examination Janes deposed that Allen
told him prior to the purchase of the shares
that there was $90,000 of stock which could
be purchased. He did not say who leld the
stock. He and Allen were intimate friewds
and he was often at the bank. Jnnvs bought
$34,000 worth off Allen, whom he sup
had the control of the stock as cashier. - Janes
told ‘Simpson ' that the latter was down for
170 shares and hie would have to an for'thinn,
This closed the evidence on bebalt of the
liquidators. The cross-examination of Ae-
countant Ord was deferred.

In J. K. Kerr's case Mr. Foster pnt in the
trausfer from Mr. Janes of 63 shares and also
the judgment in the action Janes v. XKerr,
Feb. 3rd last. Mr. Kerr put in the evidence
of Mr, Janes as above, so tar as it affected his
case.

ACYCLONE'S DEADLY WORR

—_———

TERRIFIC STORM IN THE VICINITX
OF THE CAPITAL,

Three Persons Known to Tave Been
Killed, and Further Loss of Life Feared
—MHouses Unroofed, Barns Demolished
and Enormous Damage to Property.

OTTAWSA, June 6.—The worst cyclonic thun-
der-storin  ever known in this section burst
over the city and vicinity about noon; to-day
and lasted nearly an hour, doing -enormoua
damage and causing the loss ot tliroe lives, so
far as known, The morning was 'bright. and
clear but' towards mnoom rain began to
fall: and" the wind to - rise, and in half
an hour a terrific cyclone: was sweep-
ing along. The city proper: was mnot
in the direct path of thé wind, which rose
to over eighty miles an: bour, ' snapping trees
of two 'and three feet diameter like twigs;
