Trade Generally Reported in a
Satisfactory State.

Business Reviews of the Week—Financial

Large Cotton Crop—Wheat Stocks in"

The last week of the exhibition is always a
bugy one for wholesale merchants, but this
Lur it is the most bustling yet experienced.

ore merchants are in the city and they are
purchasing with more liberality. The re-
ports they bring in emphasize those sent by
Jhe travelers. Everybody looks for at
least & moderately good fall and
winter . trade, and the character of
the purchases made indicates that their
faith is strong. A boom they do not antici-
pate; a profitable and steady seasonable
business they are practically assured of.

The lion's share of business is naturally
falling to the lot of the wholesale dry goods
men; their warehouses are crowded with
country merchants, and they bave only{time

+ for strictly business matters, and notwith-
standing the extra staffs engaged regular
business hours are all too  short
Btocks in' the hands of local warehouses
sre more varied and  expensive
than ever before, and this is something re-
tailers throughout the country are recogniz-
ing.

Groceries, hardware, boots and shoes,
leather are all fairly active, and each is re-
ceiving its quota of visits from outside mer-
‘chants.

Payments continue to improve, but greater
ease is naturally anticipated when farmers’
deliveries of grain become more general.

DRY GOODS.

The Exhibition this year bas had a better
and a more visible effect upon the wholesale
drygoods trade than any previous one. Mayre
buyers are in town and they are tro,’r a

ter distance, while they evince more con-
dence in their purchases.Of course the good
crop that has been rea and the. gond
weathber that has ax:oni bave had a good
deal to do with this, but the large stocks in
Toronto, that every year are showing a
greater variety an improvement, not
only in quality but in expensiveness of lines
handled is largely increasing the jobbing
trade here. - On ali bands Torouto is lauded,
pot only ¢n account of its exhibition, but
also on account of the wonderful exhibit of
fine and s.ylish dress goods iu_every whole-
sale house. While the trade done this week
bas been large and satisfactory, theimmeuse
staffs now employed in the larger ware-
houses bave enabled wholesalers to give
prompt delivery. Of course: payments are
not expected to be large until more _grain is
marketed. This may be held back fora
suort time by the low price of grain,
farmers disliking to sell  earlier in
the season with present quotations
ruling. Retailers in the city ure prin-
cipally picking upj -dress goods, man-
tle cioths, ladies’ and gentlemen’s under-
wear and hosiery, fancy goodl, such . as
loves, peckties and men’s furnishings.
here have been no changes in prices during
the week and prices are generally firm and
there is no indication of weakness in prices.
GROCERIES, °

Business continues -to improve and pay-
ments are being met more promptly.. All
the travelers are in the houses this  week
entertaining the large influx of country
merchants into the city. Sugar market is
steady at the recent advances, and if any-
thing tbe demand is ratber better. Nothing
can be obtained at the Montreal reflneries at
Jess than 3%c. for yellows and at 4%gc. for
granulated laid down here.  Local
wholesale houses are quoting yellows
at 8%c to 8)o. and granulated at

5{c to 4}4c. Some of them are selling sugar
at less than they can be laid down here.
Only one or two houses have yet received
new Valencias, but arrivals will likely be
more general in a few days. Prunes are
firmer at Trieste for importation. Fruits
are costing more by the second direct steam-
er than by the first. Pricesare not expected
to be low at any time
season owing to the shortage of the
crop. Coffees are higher in Rio, and
& cable received by Warren Bros..& Boomer
yesterday quotes rices there 3gc higher
than a week ago. They cannot be bought
by wholesale trade mow at less than 18c.
The ordinary wholesale price is >4c higher ut
from 184c to 19}¢ca pound for choice, and
demand 1s fairly good. There"is practically
no choice Rios in stock here. There is no
particular change in Javas or in Ceylons,
except a scarcity of brown old Government

~Javas, which it is almost impossible to get.
\In canned salmon demand continues fair;
advices from the Coast indicate firm prices,
but there appears to some cut-
ting being done by local dealers.

Quotations range all the way from $1.40 to
$1.55 a dozen, according to quality and
brand. Demand for corn, peasand tomatoes
is still light, buyers bolding back in antici-
pation of large pack and lower prices. Teas
are in fair demand, especially Japans and
blacks. Some large sales of low grade
Japans are reported from Montreal that
bave been held 1u stock for about 18 months,
upon which bids could not be obtained some
time ago. Stocks of low grades here are
getting scarcer, and it is thought that when
they are cleaned out none will be obtainable
under 14¢. A little better demand is report-
ed for syrups. Spices are in fair demand,
while rice continues quiet. 3 .

BOOTS AND SHOES,

The assorting trade continues good. Not
mapy fall orders are being received, the
greater part of them having already been
filled. A number of buyers are in to the ex-
hibition and they have been purchasing a
good many parcels, but they were chiefly
small lots, ong boots are not in as good
demand as a year ago, while short boots are
more wanted. Payments are better than
for years at ¥ is season.

«  PAINTS AND OILS. )

A more than usually large number of cus-
tomers have visited the warehouses during
the week, and the orders the lett behind
them were more .numerous. nseed oil is
firmer; some doubt is entertained about the
crop,and manufacturers are refusing to take
contracts ahead for five and six car lots.
Turpentine is %c dearer and demand
is fair. Glass continues in fair de-
mand at' unchanged —prices; conser-
vatory sizes are in the most request,
"'he first fall shipment has reached Montreal
and is expected here in a few days. Stocks
of glass here are low in some sizes, and
Jower prices are notanticipated. Payments
continue to improve.

LEATHER,

There is a good liberal demand for Spanish
sole leather both locally and m the east,
and in sowe grades stocks are( pretty low.
The greater part is being taken on eastern
aceount and pricesaresirong. In other lines
there is & fair business being done at un-
changed prices. Heavy harness leather
appears to be in short supply, while light is
pleumul.

PROSPECTS OF THE COTTON TRA ﬁl.

An Immense Crop of Raw Cotton Pre-
sages Low Prices.

Indications point to prices of all kinds of
cottor goods ruling low for a year to come,
The United States oro| r ended on Aug.
31, and it has been found tbat the yield bhas
been phenomenal. The total yield was
9,085,370 bales, being an increase on the
large crop of last year of 382,782 bales, and
on the year‘previous of 1, 724,057 balea.

On account of this heavy yield coming in

succession to the large crop of last year,

prices are unusually depressed, being lower

than at any time during 40 preceding years.

“Your editorial criticism of my state-
mentin regard to discounts and deposits does
not touch 'the. point;” said a prominent
banker yesterday.” It is not a matter
whether the Government savings bank de-
posits are losing or gaining. The fact that
the Government fixes the rate compels the
banks to offer at least as high a rate for de-

ts. If we lowered our rate below
that of the Government I have no doubt
that we would rapidly lose to the Govern-
ment. My statement is this: That under
ordinary conditions rates for deposits would
be lower aud that discounts would be lower,
and that ic is & matter for consideration
whether it would pot be ‘better for the
country at large to have low rates of dis-
count rather than high rafs for’ deposits. 2

A Wholesaler Prognosticates’ That the
Epidemie Will Keep the Markoet Firm,

“Well, Ill tell you. Hamburg, you know,

all countries sending their product from
there; in fact nine-teuths of the quantity
exported is placed on vessels there. Now,
owing to the quarantine regulations, vessels
sailing from infected ports will be compelled
tostay 30 days in quarantine, Well, theu, isit
not natural to sup that manufacturers
will only order in small quantities instead
of by cargoes! I beliove that this is’ what
they will do, and, if 8o, why it will tend to
stiffen the market.”

Decline of the Texas Cattle Tr ade.

The steady growth of the stock-raising in-
dustry in the Canadian Northwest
is in marked contrast with ranche
interests in the great ranche state, Texas.
While the supply of stock bred in the equable
climate of the Northwest grazing districts is
continually  increasing tbat of Texas is de-
creasing at & tremendous rate. The Texas
Live Stock and Farm Journal states that
owing to “too many cattle and too little
grass,” ‘‘crowed ranges,” etc., an ,‘‘unpre-
cedented and herstofore unheard-of unload-
ing process has been going 0o at a rapidity
which has - astonishingly decreased the
number of cattle in the state.” The decrease
in the past two .years, by death, shipment
and otherwise amounts to fully 50 per cent.

Over-Production of Flour.

“There is no doubt,” said Mr, J. L. Spink
yesterday, ‘‘that there is an over-production
of flour in Canada,” and that there has been
right along.” It s worse this year on
account of the wheat of last harvest being
good all over, which has been taken advant-
age of by the small mills throughout the
country.”

Just the Same as Other Commodities.

The Liverpool Post makes some sensible
remarks on the silver question, dealing with
the metal as with any other commodity.

“It would suit Ametican producers,” it
says, ‘‘to have silver protectéd against the
fluctuations of the market. 8o it would suit
cotton planters to have cotton protected
against fbe ups and dowus of the market.
The farmers would welcome such a guar-
antee of steady wheat values regardless of
the output.”
