A NaturalgGame Preserve.

Dr. 8. E. McCully wishes to call the at-
tention of the Ontario Government 1o rhe
natural advantages of Rond Eau Point for
& natural and breeding preserve for game
in Ontario, and writes as follows :

Whety a boy I have seen more game in
the Western Peninsula, in and around this
section, than in any other place I have
since been in. Civilization, the gun and
the destruction of the forests in the in-
terests of husbandry have nearly annihi-
lated the game of the lake sections of
Ontario. I can well remember the quail
simply running out of the way in the old
barn-yard at home, feeding among  the
hens and housing up for the night in the
straw stack or the hay mow; there were
thousands then where there are scores now;
there was so much big game we did not
carre to kill them.

What is wanted now is a breeding ground
for quail, partridge, pheasants, English
hares and jack rabbits. The Rond Eau
Point is now a preserve. If a caretaker
has not yet been appointed, no doubt omne
will soon be placed on the Point; from
my knowledge of the place he will have
so little to dc under existing circumstan-
ces it seems a pity his spare time should
not be used in the propagation of game
and ‘the express protection of the summer
ducks that once resorted to the magnifi-
cent marsh’ waters and ridges to propagate
in myriads, These ridges were once a re-
sort for qumil, grouse and an occasional
clutch of prairie ohickens. A couple " of
thousand per year addad to a keeper’s sal-
ary, a good steam yacht, and the equip-
ment would be complete; only a little
granary, well-stocked with corn and wheat
when the birds become plentiful, and the
work' of re-stocking the west by the over-
flow from Rond Eau Point will be well
under way.

Foxes can be wiped out easily with a
few good hounds; the short stretch of
beach at the east end can be alosed by
a wire fence, and then only in winter can
these pests reach the preserve, California
quiil will live on the Point; English
pheasants, Chinese pheasants, now very
plentiful in Washington and Oregon, the
English hare and the great jack rabbit.

Why not ask the Government to make this
the feeding ground of Ontario for game.
Will the gun clubs and the game protec-
tion associations act, or shall this magni-
ficent breeding ground lie and rust ! What
say the sportsmen of Ontario ?

SBUICIDE OF MAN AND WIVE,
Preterred Death to Banishment From the
Woman's Family.

San Francisco, April 6.—A man and a
woman were found dead in & room of the
Palace Hotel this afternoon.

Miss Wolfe had
received a mote from her sister, written
at the Palace Hotel, saying she and her
husband were about. to end their lives,
and that they wished to be buried to-
gether. She and Reta had been mar-
ried, the note said, and as her family
had always opposed their marriage they
decided to die together.
