I have the honor to submit this, my 

fourth annùàl report of the sanitarv con­
dition of the Alms House of Annapolis 
County,for the year ending December 31st, 
1885.

Number of admissions during year, 26. 
Discharged, including seven deaths, 26. 
Present number, 43. Average number,

The deathsjiave occurred on the dates, 
and from the'causes, as follows :—

Jan. 12th, woman, aged 26, tubercular 
consumption ; July 15th, man, aged 62, 
tubercular consumption ; Sept. 8th, mao, 
aged 80, organic disease of the heart ; Sept. 
16th, woman, aged 86, debility and old 
age ; Sept. 23rd, man, aged 78, congestion 
of the lungs, caused by valvular disease of 
the heart ; Dec. 4tb, man, aged 65, para­
lysis ; Dec. 5th, man, aged87, suffocation, 
(choked by a piece of beef.)

The following cases of disease have 
been under treatment, during the past 
twelve months

3 cases of tubercular consumption ; 1 
case of varicose ulcer ; 1 case of syphilitic 
ulcer ; 2 cases of chronic rheumatism ;

of hemorrhoidal abcess ; 1
case of ovarian dropsy ; 2 cases of 
valvular disease of the heart ; 5 cases 
of chronic bronchitis ; 3 cases of epilepsy ; 
1 case of chronic diarrhoea ; 2 cases of pa­
ralysis ; 2 cases of tonsilitis ; 1 case of 
acute bronchitis.

I am thankful to be able to state, that 
there has not been as much sickness 
among the inmates of the Alms House, 
during the past year, as the year previous. 
Still, a certain amount of attendance and 
medicine has been necessary, as always 
will be the case, among a class of people, 
composed, for the most part, of the aged, 
infirm and diseased.

I have made 71 visits to the house dur­
ing the twelve months, and put up 134 
prescriptions, besides extracting teeth, and 
performingother minor operations.

There have been no births during the 
above period, this being the first year since 
my attendance commenced, that I have 
not bad to record from 2 to 5

Within a short period, I have vaccinat­
ed all the yonng people, and several of the 
older oik-s, the aged, most of whom were 
very susceptible to erysipelas, I did not 
consider it advisable to operate on.

The sick and helpless, have as usual,been 
well nursed and cared for, thanks to the 
kindness ot Mr. and Mrs. E. Clark.

;To the Warden and Members of the Municipal
Council for the County of Annapolis in
Annual Session convened.
We,the undersigned, your committee ap­

pointed at the last semi-annual meeting 
to Inquire into the feasibility of erecting an 
Asylum In our County for the support and 
maintenance of the harmless iusaue.charg- 
able to this Municipality beg to report as 
follows

Immediately after the adjournment of 
the semi-annual meeting In May we placed 
ourselves in correspondeoce with Dr. A. 
P. Reed, the^fuperiotendent of the hospi­
tal for tbe insane at Halifax, with a view 
of obtaining from him the Information 
necessary to enable us to report to 
this Council upon the advisability of erect­
ing and maintaining such an institution 
in connection with oar Alms House.

Since the semi-annual meeting, one of 
vour Committee has visited the Asylum in 
Halifax, and has had personal interviews 
with the superintendent of the hospital re­
lative to the duties assigned yonr Com­
mittee in this respect.

We secured the services of Mr. J. B. 
Kinney, a competent architect, to prepare 

▲ plane and specifications for a build- 
inü suitable for the purposes of an Asylum, 
but his estimate of costs was in excess of 
tbe sum we thought necessary for our 
purposes, which opinion was concurred in 
by the Board of Charities.

He then drew another plan with speci­
fications, the estimated cost of which was 
some $2,500 less than the first one. This 
last one will be sufficient for all tbe pur­
poses that our County requires.

From information we have been able to 
obtain from Dr. Reed, we are of the opin 
ion the system of maintaining County 
Asylums would be a saving to our County 
as it has proved so elsewhere.

Bv a careful calculation we are led to 
believe we could maintain our harmless 
insane in this County at a cost of $1.25 
per week.

It would be necessary to employ a phy» 
sician and one or two competent attend­
ants, if tbe Council should deem it 
sary to provide a home for this class of 
individuals in our County, but the same 
physician who attends the Aims House 
could also have the supervision of tbe In­
sane Asylum.

After the first outlay for the erection of 
buildings we are of the opinion the ex­
penses of maintaining the Insane would 
be materially lessened in our County .there
fining now more than ------ patients in the
Mount Hope Asylum, chargeable to this

Your committee appointed to inquire 

into the indebtedness of the County 
to the hospital for insane, at Halia 
fax, chargeable to the County of Anna­
polis, report as follows :

From a telegram received from tbe de» 
partment of Public Charities, we find a 
balance due that department, Dec. 31st,
1885, of $2,986.80, which amount we re 
commend be placed in the estimates of
1886.

All of which is most respectfully sub­
mitted.

The total amount of funds under tbe con­
trol of your Com mittee,as per presentment 
of 1885, for tbe support of the poor charge­
able to Annapolis County was $2,500, out 
of which amount we have expended $1 ,- 
782 23 for tbe support of the poor at tbe 
Alms House, and $268.07 for assistance 
rendered to paupers not in the Aim* 
House, bat chargeable to this Municipality, 
making a total of $2,050.50, leaving a 
balance to tbe credit of the Alms House, of 
$449.70. Besides this sum there was a 
credit to the County at the close of 1884 
of about $80.00

During the last year the poor farm has 
yielded as follows 200 bushels of pota­
toes ; 50 bushels of turnips ; 23 bushels of 
oats ; 18 bushels of peas and barley ; 13 
bushels of buckwheat ; 3j bushels of 
team* ; 20 tons of bay and 50 bbls. of 
apples, 30 of which were sent to St. John, 
realizing a net sale of $30 22, the other 20 
were traded for fi-h for use in tbe Alms 
House. We also sold off the farm, 13 pigs 
-for $2.50 each, and kept lour for use on 
the poor farm. We also sold 30 flour bar. 
rels at 10c each. We killed two bogs, one 
weighing 300 lbs. tbe oth**r 350 lbs., for 
use at tbe Alms House, also one fat cow.

There is now at the Alms House about 
$100.00 worth of provisions.

We have as stock one yoke of oxen, one 
horse and three cows on the farm.

Tbe furniture is the same as at the date 
of the last report, with the exception of 
certain portions of the bedding which will 
have to be replaced. We will also be 
obliged to purchase a new cook stove.

Tbe contract for supplies was awarded 
to John Lockett and J. W. Beckwith, as 
follows :-To Mr. Lockett, we awarded 
the supplies for groceries, and to Mr. 
Beckwith, the contract for flour and meal 
The contracts have in each case been filled 
to the satisfaction of the.Committee.

There are a number of bills in the 
hands of the Finance Committee from the 
various overseers of the Poor for the sup­
port of paupers outside the Alms House.

We effected repairs on the jail as in­
structed by the Council,- the bills and 
vouchers for which will be submitted to 
the Council.
