The Vietorian Jubilee.

The movement is of the character sug-
gested by Her Majesty, as intimated by the
: Prince of Wales in a public utterance re-
cently, namely, that the celebration of this
year should be mainly associated with min-
istries towards the sick and suffering. Lady
Aberdeen’s suggestion is to found a *‘Vie-
“~torian Order of Home Helpers in Canada”
on the general lines already published. The
‘members of the order would be trained and
subject to an examination for fitness under
the supervision of an advisory medical com-
mittee. Provision for this examination
would be made in the various large centres
of the Dominion where there are hospitals.
Lady Aberdeen has consulted several medi-
'eal men and they all approved of the scheme.
As the cities supply more nurses than there
is demand for, as a rule, and as there is to be
no bar to them, some of them might enter
this order and would form a nucleasat once.
It is therefore hoped to have the Victorian
Order in good shape in & few months from
now. There will be a central committee, an
office and a secretary. The subscriptions to
be called for are put at one dollar in order
that the responses may be numerous and the
fund worthy of the occasion. The design is
to appeal to the patriotic spirit of the whole
‘anada to celebrate the diamond
jubilee of Her Majesty in the spirit of love
and charity most acceptable to the Queen
herself. The Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, the
Prime Minister, has given his approval to
the scheme. Although dollar subscriptions
aré to be invited, any person will be at
liberty to send any number of such subscrip-
tions. Already Lady Aberdeen has received
& hundred dollars from one person. Doubt-
less there are many schools, colleges and
other institutions where each one would con-
tribute a single subscription and the bulk
sum be sent in to the credit of the institu-
tion. The scheme will not be applied—at
the beginning anyway—to the centres of
popalation, but to all those remote districts
in the old provinces as well as in the North-
West and British Columbia, where nurses
and attendance are not to be had. While
women will benefit chiefly by the existence
of the order, there are many young men by
themselves in remote districts who, in case
~"of accidents or illness are in great distress for
lack of attention. The scheme will be
worked by districts and each district will
have an inspector or head helper.

A Duteh Invention.

SIGNALS BY WHICH SHIPS MAY SPEAK TO
PERSONS ASHORE.

An Amsterdam correspondent wires to us:
—¢ It looks as if we dull Dutchmen are upon
the point of giving to the world a priceless
invention—the means by which ships at sea
may be on speaking terms under all oircum-
stances or have the power to communicate
with the shore. Some weeks since, people
living on the outskirts of the town, return-
ing home in the dark hours of the evening,
were soared by the very peculiar unearthly
sounds, something akin to the deep, pene-
trating scream of & steamer’s siren in the
mist, although there was no water near to
speak of, and consequently no possibility of
a steamer. The riddle is now solved. It
has been fonnd possible to produce a con-
stant, wavarying sound, which may—

1, Be heard at a distance of at least five
miles againat a stiff breeze.

«2. Is of such a nature and quality that
it is quite easy to determine to a nicety the
direction from which it comed.

+t 3, Is produced by an instrument which
can be moved about without altering the
sound —that is, in the same manner as sn
electric searchlight.

*t4, Last, but not least, that parts of the
instrument may be differently tuned, which
makes it possible to give constant alternative
signals which may be codified, 8o that a con-
versation may be kept up.

It appears that the izventors some weeks
ago made trials in the dark, and, of course,
in lonely, outlying places in the neighbor-
hood, and so produced the ghostly noises
aforesaid. Competent persons are ot opin-
ion that the thing really is a great succese.
The Zealand company has resolved to give
the invention a fair trial, and the world may
soon hear more of it. It is quite clear that
if the steamer which met the Drummond
Castle had possessed such an instrument, and
its signals could have been understood by
the Drummond’s officer the disaster might
not have occurred.”

Waltzing on Iece.

Waltzing on the tip of the toe and cutting
the Swedish scissors, a figure recently intro-
duced by European skaters, are the achieve-
ments most sought after by experts on the
jce. To skate merely, no matter with what
speed, is not regarded as giving sufficient
eclat to suit the tastes of those who atrive to
stand in the first ranks. The waltz, while
difficult, is learned by many, and requires
ounly perseverance, but the scissors, accord-
ing to an eminent iostruotor, is one of the
most trying feats known.

All really fine skating is done to musie,
and what is known simply as the the prom-
enade is in realily a two step, which must be
executed with precision and nicety to get a
good effect. The outer edge and the cross
roll are the first fancy steps taught, but
familiarity with them is supposed to make
all fature efforts comparatively simple, and
with two step wusic the schottische or waltz
is appropriate, and is used. Once a woman
can execute these steps with ease she is on
the high road to become an expert, and to
reach that state of perfection which allows
of a long continued waltz during which only
her toes must touch the ice.

A elaborate figure known as the grape-
vine is also much in vogue and much thought
of. To describe it, or, indeed, any other
figure, is almost an impoesibility, but the
looker-on has an impression of a series of
graceful curves, twined and interwined, that
are not inaptly named. Few women, it is
said, learn the figure to perfection, but
those who do, make a graceful picture that
has a rare charm. In fact, an hour spent as
a looker-on at any one of the indoor rinks
shows many attractive scenes.

The scissors has, as yet, been cut by few.
Even to the expert it is a difficult task, and
the instructor himself admits that it was a
tax upon his rare skill. Nevertbeless it is
the thing to do, and, becanse of its very
difficulty, is the goal of all ambitious fancy
skaters.

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Agricultural,

Talk About Colts,

Be sure that the colts have eXercise.
Standing upon a board floor cooped up in
the barn all the time is very bad for both
health an feet. A warm, somewhat shelter-
ed paddock, in which the young horses (and,
for that matter the older ones as well that
do not get exercise on the road), may frolic
and frisk about is quite indispensable to
every well-ordered stable.

There is no better way to get a horse
badly foundered than to drive him fast
enough to make him warm and then leave
him in a cold, draughty place without pro-
tection. But you certainly do not want
your horse foundered, Therefore, see that
he is well protected by a woolen blanket and
not very sweaty or hot when brought to &
stand.

The sooner a colt’s education begins the
better it will be. This winter will be a
good time to handle the young stock. Get
them well acquainted with their trainer.
Put a harness on them and walk them about
thus giving them an idea of what is to be
expected of them in future. Do not persist
too long at one time. Short lessons are moat
satisfactory to both colt and master. Never
tire the pupil, especially at the beginning of
training.

Kindness is of the greatest value. A lamp
of sugar, a small potato, or a bit of carrot
will work wonders with both colts and old
horses.

Dairying and Fertility.

“In Europe,” says ex-Secretary of Agri-
calture Coleman, ‘‘they have the finest
pictres the sun ever shone on. The grass
is thicker, I was going to say than the hair
on a dog's back. There is always moisture
there, and they always feed their stock well.
They buy our linseed meal by the ton, by
the hundred tons, to feed their cattle, and
say they gec two results—-first, they get
value received in the milk, and in the growth
of their animals; and second, as a fertilizer
in the droppings of their animals. In pas-
tures where they were fattening cattle I
saw tubs filled up to two or three times a
week with cotton seed meal, so that the
animals could go and help themselves when-
ever they felt like it, and it was good, both
for the pasture and the snimals. That is
one reason why I have been so earnest a
champion of the dairy, because it keeps our
farms in heart in line of fertility. It is not
robbing and debilitating them as the
general system of farmiog is. Last year
over $300,000,000 of fertilizers were taken
from our farms and carried abroad to eurich

otheg countries at the expense of our own.”

A Bark Scraper.

Hundreds of old orchards have the tree
trank covered with loose, hanging bark,
that serves as breeding places for borers and
other injurious insects. - Such old loose bark
should be carefully scraped off. A most
convenient implement for this purpose is the
shank of an old worn-out hoe. Cut off and
sharpen to an edge. With this an entire
tree, even to the smaller limbs, can be scraped
in a few & One sees hundreds of ¢ld
neglected orchards about the country that
ought to have the trunks of the trees thor-
oughly scraped, the ‘“suckers” and super-
flous limbs r d and the remainder graft-
ed to good fruit, and the sod broken about
the roots and fertilized. With such treat-
ment these old orchards would soon be pay-
ing a profit instead of producing, as now,

Acute Rheumatism.

Every physician is familiar with the ap-
pearance of a rheumatic joint—red, puffed
and glistening. The difficult and tedious
task of reducing a rheumatic joint to its
natural size and utility is also well known
by most practitioners. Speaking from a
personal standpoint, and also from experi-
ence, the application of ice water, when
properly employed, is one of the mosu valu-
able of all methods in the treatment of a
highly inflamed rheumatic joint. To get
satisfactory results, the joints must be bathed
regularly and systematically. In a recent
case & young man with a.very badly swollen
knee was ordered to bathe it in" ice-water
for five minutes once every hour, to thor-
oughly rub it afterward, and at the expira-
tion of one week the joint had almost return-
ed to its natural size. The application of
ice-water is much more pleasant and
agreeable to the patient than liniments, flan-
nels, stupes etc. Cold water acts as a seda-
tive and anti-phlogistic to local inflamma-
tion.—XN. Y. Ledger.

Woman Mainly Responsible.

Our birds are fast disappearing. In the
South the once plentiful mocking-bird and
red bird have been thinned off and in the
North the blue bird has hardly been seen for
the last two years. Isthereany agency that
will touch the leathern heart of the fashion-
able woman who requires the slaughter of
these pretty creatures for her bonnets? If
there is it should be put to use at once.
Women are almost entirely responsible for
the killing of the song birds and the bright
denizens of the fields and groves. It istime
for them to be ashamed of themselves.

—If rats enter the cellar, a little powdered
potash thrown into their holes, or mixed with
meal and scattered in their runways, never
fails to drive them away. Cayenne pepper
will keep the buttery and storeroom free
from rats and cockroaches. If a mouse
makes an entrance into any part of your
dwellinge, saturate a rag with cayenne in
solution, or sprinkle cayenne on some loose
cotton and stuff it into a hole, which can be
repaired with either wood or mortar. No
rat or mouse will eat that rag for the pur-
pose of opening commaunication with a depot
of supplies.

What Crying Means.

The crying of sick children is, according
to a medical paper, of distinct valae in
reaching a correct lusion about their
ailments.

In pneumonia and capillary bronchitis the
cry is moderate, peevish and muffled, as if
the door were shut between child and hearer.
The cry of croup is hoarse, brassy and metal-
lic, with a crowing inspiration. That of
cercbral disease, particularly hydrocepbalus,
is short, sharp, shrill and solitary.

Salted Almonds.

Blanch the almonds, put them into boiling
water for few minutes, then into cold water
aud rub off the skins; dry the nuts thor-
ougly; pour over each cupful one teaspoon-
ful of melted batter; let stand for one hour;
stir into each cupful of nuts one tablespoon-
of fine sult, and place them in a shallow pan
in a slow oven until they color a light brown,
stirring occasionally; turn out on soft paper
to finish drying; shake off superfluous salt
before serving.

Cleaning a Sponge.

To clean a sponge put salts of lemon in a
quart of boiling water, and soak the sponge
in it. After an hour rinse it thoroughly in
warm water, and it will be deliciously clean
and fresh. Ammonia may be used in the
same way as the salts of lemon if preferred,
and will have an eqaally good effect.

—Indisn meal moistened with a little
vinegar or lemon juice is excellent for the
hands where the skin has been roughened by
work or cold. It will heal and soften them.
Rub the hands thoroughly with the moisten-
ed meal, then wash them in warm water and
bathe them with glycerine lotion.
