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it contains a deal of matter, and the fervant
probably cannot read, it is impofiible for

him to know the fubftance of his agreement
one day afterwards.

In this contratt he is bound to ferve for
three, four, or five years, and not to return
home until this term is expired, unlefs re-
called by the Company. He engages during
his return home, though no feafaring-man,
to do the-duty of watchand ward on board
the thip in which he returns, and that with-
eut any pay for the fame. He is further
bound, in the moft folemn manmer, not to
detain, fecret, harbour, or poflefs any fkin,
or part of a (kin, on any pretence whatever ;
but on the contrary, he is to fearch after,
and dete@ all perfons that may be difpofed
to engage in this {pecies of peculation. On
dete@ting any fuch he is to expofe their per-
fons, and inform the Governor of their
breach of contract; but if, contrary to their
agreement, any perfon thould be found hardy
enough to conceal any kind of peltry, or
infringe his contrad in the fmalleft degree,
he or they fo offending are not only to for-

feit
