The
speaker believed in himself because he bolioved in
his noighbor, aud he believed in his neighber be-
cause he bolioved in God. He belicved himsolf
and every one present, was a creaturo of destiny.
As soon as one belicves ho was created fur some
grand purposs, ho will feel a desiro to be of service
to his fellow men, Tho gloom of Paul's prison life
was rolioved by tho privilege of preaching to his
follows. If men realizad tho all provailing love of
God, they would lead grander and nobler lives.

Mr. Crawford felt that the soldier of Christ was
in a good position; a position that angels nover
held. A young minister, sdversed to foreign mis-
sions, asked Wellington if he did not think that by
the introduction of the missionaries the morals of
nations wero cortupted. The Iron Duke answered,
“L:ok at your marching orders.”” Wo, children
of (3od, have our marching orders, promnigated by
Christ when ho was about to go from earth to the
presence of tho Father; Go ino all the world and
preach the gospel to every creature. We feel the
nocessity becauso it was commanded by the Re-
deemor. We caunot all bo missionaries, but we
can aesist those who are, materially -and with our
prayers. When the teachor of our salvation comes,
how glad shall wo be to hear Him say, * well done,
good and faithful servant;” Whon we are doing for
Christ, wo aro doing that which will lead us to
eternal poace.

Rov. J. T. Parsons (F. C. Baptist) who was
presont, expressed his sympathy and interest in the
objects of the meoting. Coupled with the injunc-
tion which had boen discussed, wasthe promise that
he that believed and is baphzed shall have eternal
lifo, and lo! Xam with you always, even to tho end
of tho world. We caunot. realize -these promises
ualess we comply with the conditions, one of which
is that the knowledge of God shall ve disseminated
throughout the world, He liked to see men who
were 88 ready to put their hands in their pockels
a8 to got down on their-knees, Ha prayed God for
success in missionary work—not for foreign mis-
sions only, but domestic as well.
