Oxwy 10 parishos of tho Diocese held a regu-
lar weckly celebration of Holy Communion
when Bishop Hall, of Vermont, made his first
Convention address in Juno last. He oxpressed
the hopo “ that before long every parish would
have a Sunday Eucharist, or at least that every

priest will celebrate within tho limits of his
curo oach Sunday, cither at an earlier hour or
at the forenoon service, Itis well that on dif-
forent Sundays tho hour should be varied, so
that all classes of ‘persons may have frequent
opportunitics of being present. Along with
moroe frequent celebrations of the Holy Commu-
nion, there is needed careful instruction, that
people may come to the Sacrament both intelli-
gently and devoutly, after an oarnest prepara-
tion. In too muny cases I fear no real prepara-
tion is made beforehand, even for an oceasional
communion, and no special devotions have been
recommended. Tho practice of celebrating the
Holy Sucrament in the aftornoon, in mission
stations at o distance from the central church,
where the Sunday servico is generully held at
that timo, I cannot approve.”
