ANSWERS BY THE HON, J. B, ROBINSON,

Toronto, will recognize our services by sending me to Parliament. 1
may also say that [ shall always shew my gratitude and reverence for
the Family Compact,~—-of which I am proud to say I am a vestige——
by carrying out their principles, the chief ot them bein% that this coun-
try must remain for all time a colony of the glorions lome-land.  In
asserting the supremacy of English prejudices in religion, in langunage,
and in everything clse, [ shall go as far as any man ¢an be reasonably
expected, consistently with the rights of the British subject.
