OVER THE ST. LAWRENOE.

Crossing the Kce Bridge on & Train of
Coarn.

The public mind for a considerabls time
bas been ocupled in considering the various
reports affecting the progress and welfare of
the railroad across the St. Lawrenceriver on
the ice bridge. By many persons the design
was considered feasible, but a large number
doubted the possibilitv of a railrowd train trav-
ersing the ice bridge. There were many objec-
tions to the scheme, the first and foremost
being the fragile nature of the superstructure
The second ohjection proposed was that the
vibiation of a train would be sufficiuntly great
.to shatter the ice. On Friday afternoon a

locomotive was despatched acroes the
river to test the stability of the
rond, and the trip was accomplished

without the slightost mavidence of danger to
operate to the detriment of the experimentul
trip. The question of the safsty of the road
being thus set at rest, invitations were issued
to a pumber of prominent personages and to
mombers of the press to be present at the
formal opeuniog, which was assigned for thia
morning at 11 o'clock. At that hour an
.immense concourse of people had congre-
gated at the gito of the Longueuil Ferry to
satinte their morbid curiosity with the
spectacle of an immenge disaater, whetcin
several bhundred people would be swallowed
up. by the cold waves of the St. Law-

rence. Fortunately for those partici-

cars arrapged with seats around them. A
protusion of flags, pemnauts, rosettes and
bouq-ets decorated he truin and 1imparted to
it a gay appearance. On the pilotoft he loco-
motive a preserved seal, loaned by Mr.
Brabadi for the occasion, surrounded by
colored clothes, was arranged with good
effect. At eleven oclock the locomo-
tive uncoupled from tbe train and at a slow
rate accomplished tho distance intorvening
between Lobngueuil and Hochelaga. No
incident occurred to mar the excitement of
the journey, and the engine immediately re-
turned to the north side with the assurance
that the track was firm and ready for the pas-
sago of the train. All being in rendiness at
11:30 the train started om its perilous
journey, bearing three hundred soul: over
the ice locked bosom of the turbid 8t. Law-
rence. On the locomative were F. Beauchamp,
engincer in charge, N. Pominville, foreman,
and Hone. C. J. Coursol, Moussean and
Paquet. The start was made under mort
auspices circumstaaces, a ringing cheer from
the shore sending the voyageurs off on their
exploit. At first the vate of speed was
moderate so as to ascertain the durability of
the foundation, but as the city was gradually
left bebiond the rate was increased until at
midstream a speed of ten miles an hour was
attained without in any way detracting from
the pleasurable sensation of the trip. As the
train slowly emerged from unader the shades
of the Hochelaga highlands s visible
depression in the ice was apparent. Aa
ominous cracking, followed by the appear-
anco of water on the snrface Jjmpressed the
picnickers with a sense of their dapger. All
foar, however, was dizpelled b, the announce-
ment from one of the meanagers that the
water was only the superficial deposit occa-
sioued by last night's rain. Thus resssured,
jollity and mirth again reigned supreme, but
us the swiftly pgliding cars passed
the several air-holes close observers
perceived a slight deflection on the surface.
In mid-stream a stoppage of ten minutes was
made so as to allow Messra, Sandbam & Hen-
derson to photograph the novelty with its liv-
ing freight.

Bite shore was soon reached without anything
occurring {0 militate against the pleasure
of the voyage.

Ye thanked the Quebec Govern-
ment for the interest they had taken in the
matter and the help they had afforded.

been upheld. They accuse me of golng over hal!

Grent Ameriean
lecturers repeat their lectures year afier year,
and that is an Indication that thelecture isa
good one. Now, what s the Dublin Mansion
House Commlittee? Wa find politictans coming
forward in Ireland, and by taking advantage of
the conditlon of the poor, helping to upholl and
malintain this Infamous syatem of landlordism.
I will say for the Hercid, that much abused
journal, that it has done ounr cause good service
by truthfully stating the condition of our peo-
ple. Howeovoer editars here and 1n London may
be gnverned by iniiuences of whilch I need not
speak, the correspoudents have done their daty
ably and well.

Attempt 1o AsSsasinnte Roman Catholie
Pricuts,

Alexander Schossa, n German asphalte
worker, was on January 12th charged at
Clerkenwell Police Court, London, England,
with having that morning attempted to
assassinate the Rev. Henry V. Arkell, in the
Italian Church, Hatton Garden, Londou. The
prisoner entered the church with his hat en,
and fired scveral sbots from n revolver at one
of the priests. He then destroyed much of
the altar furniture and set fire to the drapery,
causing damage which is estimated a little
short of £1,000. The prisoner was soized by
the second priest, whom bhe attempted to
stal with a stiletto. The police wero
goon on the spot and took Schesea into
custody. The case was adjourned, and in-
structions were given that investigation
should ke maude as 40 the man's sanity. Car-
dinal Manning attended at the Italian Church,
Hatton Garden, Iondon, on Bunday, and in
the coarse of his remarks took eccasion to
denounce Schossa’s conduct as sacrilegious,
and the attemp-ed, assassination of the Rev.
Mr. Bakanowski ag o Soclalist crime. It be-
longs (his Eminence said) to the eategory of
those things which have taken place, not in
T.ondon nlone, mt on the continent of Europe.

Loxpoy, January 28.—A despatch frou
Calcutta says that a report of the death o
Mahomed Jan is carrent at Cabul, and !.
generally bulieved to be true.

General Roberts anticipates that the native
tribes will rcnew theic attack on the P .‘ish
positione about the third week in Fab-ua.y,
and consequently steps have been taken to
reptovision all the depots, and to pro.ide an
additional quantity of munitiona of war.

L.oxpoN, January 28.—A despatch e
Cabul says the Ghuznee malcontents, joined
by tho tribe men of the Logar Valley, offer to
disperse if Yakoob Knn is reinstated ag
Ameer, General operations in Afghanistan
will recommence in Macch.

Cavcerra, Junuary 30,—Despatches frome
Cabul state that General Bright, at the head
of a strong detachment of troops, has marched
to Logar Valley, wilich has been the scoune ot
recent serious risings, and encampod there,
with o view of suppressing loeal disturbavces
and combinations among the tribes before
they can do serious mischief. Logar Valloy
is separated by a single mountain range from
the Ghuzni Road, which latter place is at
present the rallying point of tho tribes
that gather to the support of Mobamed
Jan at the fortress of Ghuzni. The head
men of the various tribes, known by the
general (itle of Kohistans, are said to be
coming into their rondezvoud in cousiderable
force, and Takirkhan, one of the most in-
tluential chiefs, kas avowed his determination
to tight to the last extremity unless the Kng-
lish consent to the reinstatement of Yakoob
Khan as Ameer.  The Cabulese, howevor, aro
declared to have refused the proposition of
Yakoob Kbaun to murch at once on Ifarah,
arguing that the season ia not yet aultable,
and that the Dritish forces are too strong In
that vicinity to justify them in taking the
risk unsupported by the Iiill men. Thus
far it is intimated the operations made in
tho hope of preventing a junction of the
Kohistans in the neighlorhood of dhaani
bave not been aus successful as was hoped
for, and the situation is regarded with some
anxiely, on account of the certainty of an-
otlier organized campaign on the part of the
Afghans, as scon ag their morop warliko forces
can bo collected.

Loxpox, February 2.—A correspondent at
Candahar, after mentioning the disastrous ro-
sults of the strifo between the Ghilzais and
fluzaras, withont the British lines, ndds that
similar news of internecine war comes from
the direction of Farah. The represeatatives
sent by Ayoub Khan to Farah had been de-
feated by Ibrahim Khan, of Chaknasar, who
is putting the couutry under contribution.
Ayoub Kbhan is reported to have sent two, re-
gimeuts, six guns and 2,000 horse agalnst
Ibrahim. Other accounts, however, say these
troops of Ayoub Khun refused to march.

A Cabul despatch savs propbecies of in-
pending defent nnd disaster are published ig,
someo newspapers, which have beca read here
with astonishment. The data of the writers
arc as inaccurate as their deductions are
gloomy. Mahmoud Jan was not a soldler of
great repute in the wars of Turkestan. Until
Iately he wus an unkrown subordinate officer
of artillery. Genersl Gough never was in
danger during his march to tha relief of Cabul.
Robertg was right when he reckoned on his
ability to bring up reinforcements. He never
had to fight his wny around the city to Shir-
pur. Mo had in December firewood for four
months, and forage for fifty-four days. The
idea of a forced retreat on Jellalabad never
suggested itself here.
