A Sketch of his Life and ELabers.
John Joseph Lyneh, D D., first archbishep
Torouto, was born near Clones, in the county of
Monagbao, February 6th, 1516, He had thus
passed his 725d year when overtaken by death.

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He resumed his studies at the Academy of
S6. Joseph, Clandalkin, and passed from thence
to the college of the Lazarists then lately ea-
tablished av Castleknock. His biographer re-
marks that from this college weat forth five
bumble missionary Irish prieats who never
apoin saw each other till they met at Rome in
1869 as bishops of the Catholic Church, sum-
moned by the successor of St. Pater to attend
the most august asrembly of modern timese—the
"Vatican council. From Europe came Right

OUR LADY OF GOOD COUNSEL.

Our object In writing this article in to
make known to our readers a beautifu! devo-
tion which has boen practised in Italy, as
well as in some other Continental counta fer,
for many pgenerations. Thers can be no
doubt that the more widely the knowledge of
it Is spread amongst Cutholice, the more
oagerly will it be embraced sud the more
thoroughly will the value of it be appreciated.
Not far from the city of Rome, it pleased
God more than four centuries ago to cause to
be raised In honor of Mary & sanctuary,
whither thousands flock to receive the count-
less blesainge and graces which under her
title of The Virgin Mother of Good Counsel
our Blessed Lady ls ever ready to bostow on
all thoee who have recourse to her shrine at
Genuazzano, The following is a brief outline
ot the miraculous history of this sanctuary:
The pictaro of our Lady of Good Counsel
was first found as a wall-painting fn a little
church close to Scutari in Albanis, This
town fell into the handas of the Tuika; but
the Virgin Mary did not wish that her holy
picture should be exposed to the outrages of
the Musselmen. In the same year she ap-
peared to a holy woman named Petrucois, at
Gennazzane, & town in the vicinlty of Rome,
ond ocdered her to build & new church,
where she wished her picture to be trans-
