THE BULLY OR OTUER TRETENDER DOES
ATTAIN A MERITOLIOUS POSITION,
[From the Baltimor: Sun.]

There are two essential vlewents of foree of
character seldom possessed by pretendera—aeli-
control and a epirit of fairaness, No mnan ¢ be
really rtrong who has not learued o control
himself. He cannot mzster othera, except in n
brutal or dishonest way, until he has first
mastered, not merely learned how to amn
ceal, his own tempsr. In fact the bully or
any other pretender rarely sver attains perm.n
ently & positica in life which belongs to real
merit. Heo is oftener seen in subordinate pisi-
tions, and is recognized by hia propensity to give
instead of take directiona ; t» complain when
in some exigency more is required of him than
usual ; to criticize when he caonot shirk, and
to impose in varioua other wavs upon those
around him. Nor can his intluence be ot
& lasting kind unless he is disposed to be
fair and houest in dealing with antago-
niate. He may bhave these qualities aad
yet be without force of character; but having
them, he is possessed of two primary elements
that make up the leader or ruler of men. Con-
trary to general oelief, then, the man of real
force is never a bully, is never arbitrary or un-
just, is never passionate, though he may be and
g-nerally is aggressive, and may, as occasion re-
quires, give exbibifions of temper that is, never-
theless, kept in perlect control. Force of
character brivgs with it self reliance and

Nor

an imparburbable manner, Just as the
really courageous 1ran remains cool in
the presence of danger, the self reliance

wan keeps bis temper under provocation
because he leels confidencw in himself. The
coward grows excited and loud-mouihed to con
ceal his real feeliogs. The arbitrary man, ac-
customed tn forco bis views upon others, loses
confidence in aud cootrol of himself when he
fails to make his usual impression. It is at euch
a moment that real force of character begins to
tell ; 0 is then that the self-contained and self-
respecting man dictates his terms and asserts
his power. Dot it is then nlso that he must sx-
erciso that furblarance which comes of honest
purpose end a spirib of fairuess if he must re-
tain his ascendency, for reason must approve
the terms of peace, else there will be re-
peated revilts. The consideration of what is
true snd what ia the misleadivg sign of force
of charac'er is «f advantage not only in en-
abling one to put a just estimate upon men,
but because all of ua conscientivusly or uncon-
scientiously adopt types whith we seek to
imitate, and it behooves us not to make the
mistaks of following a bully instead of a brave
man, of lovking up tn the cverbearing nstead
of those who are just, self-reliant, percistent,
aud whose force of character is shown not by
vthe way in which they trample upon other
people, and ignore their rights and opinions,
but by their monner of cbtaining ascendency
through the constant exercise of justice, reason,
firmness and eelf-control.
