The superintendent informed the Committee that the pro-
prietors of said houses, had deposited as much as 20 barrels
of ashes at one time, and that by-law No. 326, sect. 12,
enacts that the contents of but one receptacle for each house
shall be removed.

Resolved : To give instruction to the sécretary to advise
Messrs. Fisher and Stevenson, that by-law No. 326 formally
forbids removal of more than one barrel of ashes for each
house at each round, and that the committee has no juris-
diction to alter said by-law, and to state that the superinten-
dent has only carried out said by-law, in refusing to remove
more than one barrel of ashes from each house at each
round.

—Submitted and read a letter from Hygiene Department,
offering the Committee a horse of which 1t has no more use
at present. The same to be returned, however, if needed
later on.

—Submitted and read a letter from Mr. Louis LeBrun,
concerning an account of $368.50 which he had received from
the treasurer’s department, for his privilege of removing waste
paper. Mr. LeBrun drew the attention of the Committee to
the motives which had brought him and the Council to
cancel the contract passed between the City and himself.

Resolved: To refer said letter to the City Attorneys in
order that they may advise accordingly.

—The superintendent informed the Committee that he had
suspended Mr. Pascal Chapleau, blacksmith at the western
stables, for two reasons: »

(1) for having been the cause, through his negligence, of
a horse suffering from a corn or whitlow. -

(2) for having neglected to imprint the number of horses
according to orders received.

On this question, submitted and read

(1) a report from Dr. Kannon, V.S, stating that Mr.
Chapleau was a good blacksmith; *

(2) a report from Dr. Maurice, V.S., stating that the horse
in question did not suffer from a whitlow, but from a corn.

Resolved : To approve of the suspenzion of Mr. Chapleau,
and to leave the matter of his reinstatement in the hands of
the superintendent. If the superintendent decides to rein-
state him, he must advise him to be more careful in the
future in regard to the care required for horses’ feet when he
shoes them, and also concerning his duties generally, and
that in case of a second offence, he will be dismissed.

—Submitted and read a letter from Mr. S. D. Desormeaux,
asking for an exclusive privilege to remove old tin cans from
the dumps and at the incinerator.

Referred for report to a sub-committee, composed of the
chairman, Ald. Ricard and Duquette.

—Submitted a report from overseer Collin, informing the
Committee that an employee named Edmond Vandelac had
received a wound in lifting a heavy barrel. It was

Resolved : To pay. Mr. Vandelac’s salary until he be in a
position to work, and to give the asst.-superintendent instruc-
tions to see about carrying out the provisions of the by-law,
ccln'cerning the filling up of the receptacles for offal and
ashes.
