Havîng regard to the provisions of the Agreement signed at Borin on t
fifth of Marcli, 1956*, between the Commonwealth Countries, the Feder
Republic of Gernmany and the French~ Republic regarding questions affectir
German War Graves in~ cemeteries in France in the permanent care of ti
Imperial War Graves Commission,

Have agre as follows:-

ARTICLE 1

(1) The presewt Agreemenit applies lto Cemeteries, Graves and Memoria
in the Territory of the Federal Republic of Germany in which are buric
the bodies af members of the Armed F'orc~es of the Commonwealth Countri
fallen in the wars of 1914-18 and 1939-45 and the Memnorials erected, or whi<
may be erected, ini their honour.

(2) In the present Agreement the expression "Commonwealth W
Cemeteries, Graves and Memnorials" includes the Cemeteries, GravesW
Memorials of the wars of 1914-18 and 1939-45 situated in the Territory af tl
Federal Republic o! Germany. Where necessary the Cemeteries, Graves a'
Memorials of the two wars are distinguished as "Commonwealth 1914-18 W
Cemeteries, Graves and Memnorials" and "Commonwealth 1939-45 W
Cemeteries, Graves and Memorials."1

ARTICLE 2

(1) The Imperial War Graves Commission ineorporated by Royal Chart
dated the twenty-flrst day oi May 1917 (hereinafter reierred ta as ét
Commission"), is recognised by the Federal Republic af Germany as the 50
authorlty charged an behaif of the Commonwealth Countries with the permrn81i
care oi Commonwealth War Cemeteries, Graves and Memorlals in the Terrt',
ai the Federal Republic of Germany.

(2) The Imperial War Graves Commission lias the legal status Of
juridical persan in the Federal Territary.
